GOSPEL LIVING

June Focus - Freedom

Freedom is a wonderful gift. To live in a country
where you can truly exercise your freedom is a
great blessing. But freedom is also very fragile
and it holds a contradiction for us. Where does
my freedom impede or deny the freedom of
someone else? How can these two things be bal-
anced so that freedom for one does not turn into
tyranny over another? We are free to drive the car
of our choice and go where we wish. At the same
time, we have developed laws for driving that
restrict our freedom to drive and make it possible
for everyone to drive safely. We are free to prac-
tice whatever religion we choose and at the same
time we have laws that prevent one religious
group from imposing their beliefs on others.
What ever type of freedom we have, it always
comes with restrictions. It can be difficult to ac-
cept these restrictions, especially when we be-
lieve wholeheartedly that our view or way of do-
ing something is the best and only right way.
How we exercise our freedoms has to be
grounded in loving others. Love does not seek to
control others. Love seeks to help and uplift oth-
ers. If exercising our freedom denies someone
else their freedom, then there is something
wrong. Consider how your exercise of freedom
has an impact on someone else. Does it restrict
their freedom in any way? Does it uplift them and
enable or at least leave them free to follow their
beliefs? Even if you feel it is “Good” for their
freedom to be restricted, how would you feel if
the tables were turned? If you feel someone else
or a law is restricting your freedoms, consider
how it restricts you. Does it keep you from doing
what you believe is right for your own life? Does
it force you to behave in a way that violates your
conscience? Freedom should be extended to eve-
ryone; but, it is a balancing act. Consider care-
fully how your freedom impacts others.
