The Year of the Priest

Father Henri Nouwen was one of the most popular priests of the last thirty years of the 20™ century. He
was a priest from the Netherlands who became a widely read spiritual writer and a professor at Yale and
Harvard. Well known in this country he was invited, for example, to preach from the dais of the Chrystal
Cathedral in Garden City, California. I remember being impressed with his early book Clowning in Rome.
Later he popularized the term “wounded healer” in describing the spiritual journey of many souls of our
time, insights often based on the pain in his own journey. It should not be surprising that some priests,
more than we realize, suffer deep spiritual agony whether it be of the classic “dark night of the soul”
variety or one of the many forms anxieties and neuroses tailor to our times. Hence I am including in my
series of priests during this Year of the Priest some deeply troubled souls. Jesus showed his wounds to his
apostles in the upper room not only to convince them that he had truly risen from the dead as he said he
would but to prepare them for the wounds they would bear.

Father Nouwen was born in Neikerk, Holland on January 24, 1932. He was ordained a priest in 1957 for
the Archdiocese of Utrecht. He was a student of Psychology at the Catholic University of Nijmegen,
Holland, and furthered his experience at the Meninger Foundation here in the States. He did advanced
Theological studies at Nijmegen from 1970-71. He spent time at the Trappist Abbey of the Genesee in
New York as well as in Bolivia and Peru under its inspiration. He was a pilgrim, no doubt, but one whose
search continued unfulfilled until he encountered the L’Arche community at Trosly-Breuil, France,
founded by Canadian Jean Vanier. L’Arche was a haven for fragile and vulnerable people. Eventually
Father Nouwen wound up with L’ Arche community Daybreak at Richmond Hill, Ontario, Canada, where
his search for the Face of Christ brought him home.

Father Nouwen pursued a life-long journey of self-understanding and self-acceptance which led to his
death too soon but finally after a period of relative peace. He was a prime example of what we all learn in
our own way and of which the Danish philosopher Kierkegaard spoke so wisely: “We live life forward and
understand it backward.” Father Henri Nouwen was a great priest who brought healing to countless others
out of his own challenges and pain. He died of a heart attack at Hilversum, Holland, on September 21,
1996, at the age of sixty-four. His body was brought to Canada at home with the L’Arche Community
Daybreak. He is buried in the Sacred Heart Parish Cemetery at King City, Ontario, near Marylake the
provincial headquarters of the Canadian Province of the Augustinian Order. Father Nouwen’s grave is not
far from that of a cousin of mine, Father Cyril Smetana, O.S.A., whom I profiled earlier in this series.
