TRUSTEE ELECTION

Sacred Heart Parish, Racine, was incorporated accord-
ing to the laws of the State of Wisconsin on October
31, 1916. The officers of the corporation are the Most
Reverend Archbishop of Milwaukee, the Vicar Gen-
eral of the Archdiocese, the Pastor, and two lay trus-
tees.

At this time parishioners are invited to nominate can-
didates for Trustee of the Corporation. Please note
carefully the nomination procedure. Nominations may
be made in writing and signed by at least ten practic-
ing communicants of the congregation for each nomi-
nee. All nominations shall be made at least two weeks
before the election and shall be announced two weeks
prior to the election.

Only such persons who are practicing communicants
of the congregation and have attained the age of
twenty-five years shall be eligible to nominate and
vote. Trustees are members of the Parish Council, ex
officio.

The term of office is two years. Nominations are to be
made by Tuesday, June 8, 2010.

Election will take place in June. Please submit nomi-
nations to the Parish Office.

The Year of the Priest

We have come to the fortieth and final of the profiles in Priesthood that I have attempted for this Year for
Priests. June 11", the Feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, will be the day of the official closing by Pope
Benedict. All of my subjects have been deceased save one, Father Robert Mueller, a friend from childhood
who happily is still among us. 1 have generally alternated between priests I have known and who
influenced me personally and those from history who have caught my attention. All of the subjects have
been priests, just plain priests, with one exception, Canon Josef Cardijn who was made a Cardinal the last
two years of his life. This final offering will also be an exception. Pope Benedict has given the cue for my
choice. On August 2, 2009, Pope Benedict said of him. “His life, so profoundly priestly and rich in
humanity, remains a gift to the Church for which we must thank God.”

That consummate priest and Servant of God is Pope Paul VI. Pope Paul VI, Giovanni Baptista Montini,
was appointed by Pope John XXIII to head the Commission that organized the Second Vatican Council. It
had his stamp from the beginning. He brought about a sea-change in the life of the Church. His gifts to the
Church will continue to give for the next 500 years. Can you imagine Mass for everyone back in Latin, for
everyone, exclusively as it was for 1500 years? Can you imagine a Church without black and yellow and
red skinned cardinals? Can you imagine a Pope who never travelled to other countries? Do you remember
how Pope John Paul II kissed the ground when he arrived in a country? Pope Paul VI started that; it
honored the nation before he shook hands with the presidents, kings and queens, and the occasional dictator
and tyrant who held power. Do you know who gave us the last three popes, and another great one among
them? Paul VI made Karel Wojtila and Albino Luciani, Archbishops and Cardinals and Josef Ratzinger, a
priest one day, an Archbishop the next and a Cardinal a month later. Talk about a dynasty! Paul VI closed
the tradition of the coronation of the pope, freeing his successors to decide. He implemented the Council
decrees with lightening speed as only an experienced person could do. He put it all in place before anyone
or any group could block its implementation. Paul VI was the first to interpret the decrees of the Council
which he did close to the mind of the Council as opposed to some vague “spirit” of the Council so often
misused. At the same time he commissioned the new Code of Canon Law crafted “in a whole new spirit.”

Every time I pray the Divine Office, the Liturgy of the Hours, I thank Pope Paul VI that I can pray in my
native tongue. Paul VI was the Pope for the first fifteen years of my Priesthood and I will thank him
forever for being the right pope at the right time. He was a humble and courageous leader who lived out
the way of the cross in a tumultuous period for the world and the church. Paul VI, Father Giovanni
Baptista Montini, had only one assignment outside the Vatican bureaucracy until he was appointed
Archbishop of Milan and that was to the Vatican embassy in Warsaw following World War 1. For over
thirty years he worked in the Vatican acquiring skill and wisdom and a capacity for hard work unparalleled
through the rise of the dictatorships, the throws of World War II, and the persecutions in Eastern Europe,
China and Indo-China during the cold war period.

I view him as a totally selfless person who loved the Lord Jesus Christ and his Church, “so profoundly
priestly and rich in humanity, who remains (for all time) a gift to the Church for which we must (never
cease to) praise God.” The additions in parenthesis to Pope Benedict’s quotation are mine. Pope Paul VI
was first, last and always a priest, Number One in my book in a Year for Priests.
