WEEKLY REFLECTIONS

Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

As Americans, we tend to believe in self-reliance.
Anyone can “make it” if they just work hard and con-
versely if they are not “making it” they must be lazy.
That belief influences how we see the issues of today
from welfare and bailouts to who is deserving of our
charity. Have you ever thought about how that phi-
losophy fits with our faith? If we are all children of
God, then it follows that we should care for each
other. The early communities were very conscious of
the needs of their members and shared what they had
with each other. People were not judged on the basis
of what others thought they had “earned.” Those who
had plenty simply shared with those who had little.
How might your faith affect your attitudes about the
issues of our day?
