Dear Parishioners

In our Advent review for our following of Jesus Christ we have considered the Spiritual and Corporal
Works of Mercy as a Gospel-given yardstick. Another basic review would be our observance of the
precepts of the Church: “Whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven” (Mt 16:19). The
specific laws or precepts of the Church are given to us as a means of sanctification precisely because
they obligate us to perform necessary acts of prayer and sacrifice we would very easily overlook and
neglect. Many of you will remember the precepts of the Church; this is how they boil down: to observe
the Lord’s Day by participating in Mass every weekend and Holy Day of Obligation, to confess our sins
at least once a year if we are in the state of mortal sin, to worthily and humbly receive our Lord in Holy
Communion at least during the Easter Season, to practice acts of penance by fasting and abstaining as
specified by the Church, to observe the marriage laws of the Church, and to contribute to the support of
the Church. The precepts of the Church are given to us to provide a minimal basis for a prayerful moral
life. If we are serious about our following of Christ and his call to holiness of life, we will be serious

about them.
