The Year for Priests 

 

This past Tuesday was the Feast of St. Jean Marie Vianney, the Cure of Ars, who is the patron of 

priests.  He died 150 years ago and he is central to the Year for Priests inaugurated by Pope Benedict 

XVI.  The public is invited this Sunday, August 9, 2009, at 2:00 PM to a Prayer Service at the Villa St. 

Francis, 1910 W. Ohio Street in Milwaukee in response to the Holy Father’s request to pray for our 

priests. 

 

St. Jean Marie Vianney was born at Lyons, France, in 1786.  After many difficulties in his seminary 

formation he was ordained a priest and assigned as the parish priest in Ars.  The hamlet of Ars was a 

backwater hole of a place where the people were far removed from the practice of their faith.  He spent 

his whole life there caring for the people in an exceptional and heroic way through mortification, prayer 

and good works.  He became a renowned confessor and penitents came to him from far and wide.  My 

favorite biography of St. Jean Marie Vianney, a spiritual biography, is the one by Fr. George Rutler 

whom some of you might know from EWTN.
