No one 

is perfect, all of us have shortcomings and fail-

ures. Like Paul, we need to learn to appreciate 

that the “thorns” we have are gifts because they 

force us to acknowledge our dependence on God 

and to develop a spirit of true gratitude for God’s 

mercy and forgiveness. It is that foundation that 

will enable us to become more loving and forgiv-

ing in our dealings with others.

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Penance: A Spiritual Exercise 
 

The very first words of Our Lord’s public ministry recorded in the Gospels are: “Repent and 

believe the Gospel.” Look it up in Mark 1:14.   Prayer and Penance are rudimentary obligations 

of the baptized Christian.  Prayer can be formal or objective, the prayers we pray together, 

especially in the Liturgy, or informal and subjective, the prayers we pray on our own.  But 

keeping in daily touch, maintaining our ties with the God who created us is basic.  In fact the 

word “religion” comes from the same root as the word “litigation” meaning to tie; our ties with 

God.  “Blest Be the Tie That Binds,” is a favorite Welsh hymn.  Penance is voluntary or imposed 

by the authority given by Christ to his disciples.  The traditional penances that come to us from 

Sacred Scripture and the Apostolic Fathers are prayer, fasting and almsgiving. We can offer up 

our daily hardships, and unite them with Christ on the cross, and also humbly accept the 

obligation we have to carry out the penances the Church imposes in the confessional or on the 

days of fast and abstinence.  Prayer and penance for our sins and the sins of others, for the sins of 

the world, are an integral part of our following and imitation of Christ in his obedience to his 

heavenly Father. 

 

“The seasons and days of penance in the course of the liturgical year (Lent, and each Friday in 

memory of the death of the Lord) are intense moments of the Church’s penitential practice.  

These times are particularly appropriate for spiritual exercises, penitential liturgies, pilgrimages 

as signs of penance, voluntary self-denial such as fasting and almsgiving, and fraternal sharing 

(charitable and missionary works)” (CCC 1438). 

 

When the Church imposes the penance of not eating meat on Fridays of Lent as a serious matter, 

which our American bishops have done, it is intended to help us make sure that we are carrying 

out our obligation, given by Christ, to do penance.  The Church has never said we must eat fish 

on Friday, let alone lobster, pompano and shrimp, let alone “all you can eat.”  She says we are not 

to eat meat on the Fridays of Lent in honor of our Lord’s passion and death on Good Friday and 

in the spirit of doing penance for our sins and the sins of others.  Sin in our world, often 

horrendous sin, is constantly offending the God who created us and sustains us in our being every 

second of our lives.  The Church surely does not deter or discourage us from offering as penance 

the many hardships that nettle our walk through life on earth. 

 

The Crewe family bought our daily bread at a Danish Bakery on the West Side several times a 

week and our kringles every Saturday.  It still has the best kringle and Danish sweet rolls in town.  

For thirty-four years they got our order wrong on a regular basis confusing our order with Dr. 

Kreul’s.  They were Danish Lutherans and in those days our Catholic faith was often put down, 

not by the proprietors but by customers talking loudly.  “No Pope’s going to tell me what I can’t 

eat; I eat meat every Friday” said one for my mother’s benefit.  She responded: “So does my 

dog.”  Of course we didn’t have a dog but the point was made.  My ancestors and yours were 

persecuted and died for their Catholic faith.  Margaret Cletheroe, a pregnant housewife, was 

pressed to death in Elizabeth’s England.  My German forbearers shook the dust off their feet and 

left Bismarck’s persecution of the Church in Germany, his Kulturkampf, that is, “culture war.”  

Sound familiar?  Friday abstinence is one of the flagship practices at the base of our Catholic 

identity.  We are free to practice it all year long.  I wish it were never restricted just to the Lenten 

Season.  I wish Catholics knew more about our obligation to do penance.  It would put Purgatory 

out of business.  But then a lot of people, Catholics included, ridicule that too.
