GOSPEL LIVING 
March Focus - Attitude 
Have you heard it said that so-and-so has “such a good 
attitude” that nothing seems to get them down? There 
is a story about two little boys. The first boy was taken 
to a room full of toys which delighted him but soon all 
the toys were broken and he was very unhappy. The 
second boy was taken to a room piled with manure. 
The child began digging enthusiastically. When asked 
why he was so happy, he said, “With all of this around 
there has to be a horse in here somewhere!” It is not so 
much what happens to us that makes the difference but 
how we look at it – our attitude. Some see life as a 
constant battle where we are always struggling and 
eventually we become worn out. Others see it as an 
adventure full of surprises and unexpected gifts where 
they are undaunted by obstacles because they know 
there is something wonderful up ahead. The truth for 
most of us is that we vacillate between these two 
extremes. There are times when our troubles weigh us 
down and other times when we are floating on cloud 
nine.

The Year of the Priest  
 

Eugene Bleidorn was one of the outstanding professors we had in the seminary.  He was born in Racine 

March 1, 1916, graduated from St. Joseph Grade School and St. Catherine’s High School and was ordained 

to the Priesthood for our Archdiocese on December 8, 1942.  Three years after his ordination he was sent to 

Marquette University for his Masters Degree and assigned to teach at the Seminary.  As our professor of 

World History and Sociology in the College Department he stands out as a teacher of very special gifts.  Fr. 

Bleidorn was over six-feet tall and the students dubbed him “Huge Euge.”  For all of his stature he was a 

man of great control and gentleness.  You could state your often adolescent opinion and instead of making 

it a blood vendetta for the rest of your life, he would always say, “I see what you mean (ahem) but you 

might want to look at it this way.”   He always cleared his throat after always saying “I see what you 

mean.”  And then he would give an insight that worked much better.  Father Bleidorn’s dad worked at 

Modine’s, more than likely hired by my dad.   I recall my father saying that Frank Bleidorn was very active 

with the union.  My father, a company man, used to take me as a kid with him to the Modine union picnic 

at Johnson Park to which he was invited each year.  In addition to teaching at the seminary Father Bleidorn 

was director of Cardijn Center founded by Burlington native, Father John Russell Beix who had died a few 

years before.  Cardijn Center was the home of the Young Christian Workers, YCW, the Young Christian 

Students, YCS, and the widely familiar CFM, the Christian Family Movement, all arms of the “See, Judge 

and Act” movement founded by Canon Joseph Cardijn in Belgium.  I was introduced to Cardijn Center by 

Father John Baumgartner, a classmate whose sisters were active in YCW and it had a profound influence 

on my spirituality and theology.   Father Bleidorn used to leave after class for his duties at Cardijn Center 

wearing his light kaki Rainfair topcoat.  We would say: “There goes Huge Euge in his Cardijn coat.”  

Father Bleidorn’s classes were frequently enhanced by visitors he would bring in to speak to us.  There was 

Monsignor John Oesterreicher, for example, a convert from Judaism and founder of the Judeo-Christian 

Studies Institute at Seton Hall University.  Another was Ammon Hennessy, a friend of Dorothy Day and an 

anarchist.  Many of these visitors were controversial and most of them without prior clearance by the  

Rector.  Father Bleidorn would get called on the carpet from time to time but his gentle approach usually 

obtained.  These notable people were in town for one reason or another and Father Bleidorn made it his 

business to have us meet them and hear them.  Father Bleidorn moved on after fifteen years to parish work 

at St. Scholastica’s in Kenosha County and eventually parish work in the inner city where he played a 

pivotal role during the Civil Rights uproar in the late Sixties.  He was pastor of St. Boniface where Father 

Groppi was one of the associate pastors.  After that there was a brief stint at St. Mary’s here in Racine.  In 

1970 Father Bleidorn left active ministry as a priest, having spent twenty-eight years in formation of the 

laity he decided to try out his convictions by living them in his own life. Later he and the lovely Mary 

Agnes Blonien were married.  Eugene Bleidorn observed his 94th birthday this year on March 1 and died 

two days later.  He was a significant influence in my formation as a priest, one more person of national 

stature teaching in our seminary.  His book In My Time is an invaluable contribution to understanding the 

troubled period of the late sixties as things played out in Milwaukee and in the Church world-wide and well 

worth reading in our own time.   God rest his noble and priestly soul.
