The Year of the Priest 
 
 

Four years after my dad and mom were married they bought a home on Osborne Blvd.  One afternoon the 

doorbell rang and there was a priest at the door.  He was an Episcopalian priest tending his flock and 

checking on my dad. The priest‘s name was Father Leonard and it was generally known that he was 

celibate and prayed the rosary. Father Leonard and my mother had a nice conversation.  His parting shot 

was ―he belongs with you‖ and I‘m sure he added that if he could ever be of service my mother shouldn‘t 

hesitate to call him.  There was good feeling all ‗round.  Since I came to Sacred Heart Father Leonard‘s 

name came up with Mary Ann Vanella.  I hadn‘t heard  of him since I was a kid.  Mary Ann was blind from 

childhood and died about this time last year.  She credited Father Leonard as one of the significant people 

in her life, along with Father Klas and her own father, who helped her become the independent person she 

was.  Father Leonard was a neighboring pastor down State Street at St. Stephen‘s Episcopal Church.  He 

probably belonged to that variety of Episcopalian known as Anglo-Catholic, united in everything but the 

pope.  I never knew Father Leonard but his name lives in memory in my family and in our parish family 

with his praises sung by my mom and Mary Ann. There‘s no way on earth that he would not have a place 

on my list for this Year of the Priest.  God bless him.
