He hadn’t known what a flair he had for
pubic speaking; now after every talk, there are pats
on the back. He hadn’t known how much he liked
children; now hundreds of kids know he is ticklish
behind the knees. This is not a dead-end job. He is
learning everyday.

HUMAN CONCERNS

NORTHSIDE CATHOLIC FOOD PANTRY
Thanks in part to the generous special contributions
from John Paul II Academy and the Sacred Heart
CYF students, as well as the generous contribution
from participating churches, individual donors, gov-
ernment subsidies and various commercial partici-
pants, the pantry has been well supplied. We are,
however, still in need of the following items (no glass
containers please):

e Meat & Protein: canned fish and meats, peanut
butter, canned chili and stew.

e Heat & Eat: canned spaghetti and ravioli, pork
and beans, corned beef hash, soup.

e  Grains/Cereals: breakfast cereal, instant oatmeal
or Cream of Wheat, muffin mixes, crackers,
cornmeal, flour and cake mixes.

e  Fruit: canned fruit; bottled, boxed or canned fruit
juices, dried fruit or raisins.

e  Starches: Hamburger and Tuna Helper, instant
potatoes, macaroni and cheese, pasta, rice.

e Condiments/Baking: all-purpose flour, sugar,
cooking oil, mayonnaise, ketchup and mustard.

e  Miscellaneous Products: tooth brushes and tooth-
paste, deodorant/antiperspirant, soaps (bath, hair,
dish and laundry), feminine products, food wraps
(aluminum and plastic), toilet paper.

e Vegetables: all varieties of canned vegetables.
e  Milk: powdered milk and puddings/jello.

Even more critical though is the need for VOLUN-
TEERS. It takes 16-20 people working 2 hours per
month in teams of 2 on an ongoing basis to staff our
time slots at the pantry. We also have a group of
‘substitutes’ to assist or fill in when a regular volun-
teer is not available. We are currently in need of 4
additional ‘regular’ volunteers. Even if you can only
commit for 6 months or a year, please consider doing
so.
