The Year of the Priest

Father John Naughtin was pastor of St. Rose Parish in Racine when my parents were married. One of the
reasons I want to recall him here is that he gave my Dad mixed marriage instructions. Apparently they got
along very well because both my mother and dad spoke very highly of him. I was told that when the mixed
marriage instructions were completed Father Naughtin asked my Dad if he would like to go on with them
and become a Catholic. My father came from an Episcopalian background. His grandmother was buried
from St. Luke’s in 1869 the year the spire was put on the tower of the present church building. My dad’s
mother was widowed very early and saw to it that her five children were baptized and confirmed in the
church of their father. My mother used to kid that when the Crewes were confirmed they graduated from
having to go to church. In any case, probably in deference to his family, my dad said no to Father
Naughtin’s kind offer to guide him all the way. My father was quite agreeable to having us raised Catholic
and he abstained on Friday and during Lent with us, taxied us to Mass on Sunday and sent us to parochial
schools. Later in my life when we were in the car on the way somewhere my mother would ask, “Ken, is it
all right if we pray the rosary?” and he always acceded. In my mind I thank Father Naughtin for my dad’s
positive disposition toward the Church. A few months before my ordination my father was received into
the Catholic Church, something he did all on his own.  John Naughtin was born in Zanesville, Ohio, to
Thomas P. and Bridget Naughtin. He grew up in Mauston, Wisconsin, went to college in Watertown and
finished his theological studies at St. Francis de Sales Seminary in Milwaukee. After ordination he was a
professor at Pio Nono College where he taught English, assistant Pastor at St. John’s Cathedral, founder of
St. Matthew’s Parish, Milwaukee, Pastor of St. Raphael’s in Madison and finally Pastor of St. Rose in
Racine. He died on May 25, 1921. As it turns out I will be buried next to him in Racine’s Calvary
Cemetery. When people ask “What made you decide to be a priest?” little do they know that there are many
influences, some of which even I am totally unaware. I have come to regard Father Naughtin as one of my

influences and I never met the man. I’m looking forward to doing that. God bless him.

HALO NEEDS VOLUNTEERS

Volunteers needed at HALO. As the bad weather has
hit the numbers at HALO have reached a peak. This
week 66 men are sleeping in the men's facility with 62
beds. There is a good chance more will come seeking
shelter as the temperature drops. On the women's side
there are 57 women and children (over 20 kids from
weeks old up to 18) and we expect to also hit or ex-
ceed bed space capacity this week. HALO is able to
handle the overflow with emergency cots and mats.
The main issue is keeping it all calm in an over-
crowded situation. If you would be willing to give
some time to just be at the shelter helping the staff
please let us know. Help is most needed in the early
evening from 5 PM until 10 PM and the early morning
from 5 AM to 9 AM.
