The Year of the Priest

Before I move on to some of the priests who influenced me during my seminary years I would like to cap
off the priests of influence in the grade school and high school years with my pastor all during that time
including the seminary up to ordination and first Mass. Father Richard Schaefer was the pastor at St.
Edward’s for twenty-six years. He was a very dedicated man, gave excellent sermons and had a reputation
as a brilliant administrator. He donated his entire salary to the parish each year. Those were the days of
the annual published report of what everyone gave to the parish and he was setting an example of
generosity. Another outstanding aspect of his person was the way he offered Mass. It was almost mystical
in its spirit of reverence. Those were the days of the Latin Mass and of great silence in church during the
“reading” of Mass by the priest. The bells kept us posted where the priest was during his silent praying of
the Canon of the Mass, i.e. The Eucharistic Prayer, and it all made for an atmosphere of reverence and awe.
Father Schaefer was all lost in wonder and the best way for me to describe it is the way people say Padre
Pio offered Mass. However, Padre Pio took several hours for Mass; Father Schaefer managed to do it in
45 or 50 minutes. He also added a great list of things to pray for as he knelt at the foot of the altar at the
end of Mass anticipating what would become the Prayer of the Faithful in the Novus Ordo Mass after
Vatican II. Needless to say, we held Father Schaefer at a kind of distance with deep respect just this side
of fear. My eyes were opened when not terribly many years ago a friend who had access to the seminary
files sent me a photo copy of mine. There were the reports to the Seminary rector about me that Father
Schaefer sent at the end of every summer vacation during my nine years in the seminary. 1 was bowled
over and bathed in tears. He said such nice things about me, things that would have been a source of great
encouragement to me had I had even an inkling of his approval. I think it was kind of a German trait that
you never said anything good to a kid to his face lest he get a “big” head. That was before the era of the
“You’re special” children, and entitled too. The only mingling priests did with lay people in the old days
was playing cards and playing golf. Father Schaefer did both. My dad would see Father Schaefer on the
golf course every now and then and it was to Father Schaefer that he presented himself to continue the

instructions in the Catholic faith that had begun with Father Naughtin forty-four years before.
Schaefer a strong influence on my life? You better believe it.
