Year of the Priest

(Fr. John L. Murphy, continued) At St. Thomas Parish where he was assigned following his ordination
Father John L. Murphy is remembered as a highly intelligent, good, priest, a compassionate counselor and
one who preached well-prepared homilies, to-the-point, definitely of the “Be heard, be brief, be seated”
school of discourse. While there he furthered his music training using for his practice sessions the organ at
Ascension Lutheran Church on Layton Blvd. where Hoover Grimsby was pastor.

In Rome, when not engaged in theology study at the Gregorian University, he worked at organ counterpoint
on an Italian State scholarship under Maestro Fernando Germani at the National Conservatory of St Cecilia.
Two summers he studied organ in Salzburg with Franz Sauer at the Mozarteum. On his return from Rome
after a year at St. Gaul Parish in Milwaukee’s central city Father Murphy was sent by Archbishop Meyer to
Catholic University to teach. He was assigned to the Department of Religious Education until a position
opened on the Faculty of Theology. When it did open his sponsor for the move fell asleep while smoking
and died in the fire. That ended that.

Archbishop Cousins at that point assigned Father Murphy to the St. Francis Seminary faculty. Among the
students he was a well-respected teacher and counselor. Many turned to him for spiritual direction. With
his help a number of counselees decided to leave, mainly those who concluded they would not be able to
live a life of celibacy. A few had serious psychological problems and they too left. Needless to say the
pastors were not happy to lose “their” seminarians. Some of his fellow faculty shunned him. It was during
those years that Father Murphy stated openly that there was going to be a day of reckoning and terrible
scandal for the Church if there were not a more intelligent way of screening candidates for the Priesthood.

Under the circumstances Father Murphy’s years at the seminary became quite untenable. In 1967 he
decided to ask for a dispensation from Rome to leave active ministry as a priest. He packed his car and
moved alone to Chicago. He applied for a scholarship at the University of Chicago which was granted in
short order and there spent the next six years preparing for a career in clinical psychology. At that time
Eugene Kennedy, a well known priest-psychologist, left priestly ministry declaring that the cream of the
crop was leaving the Priesthood. Based on his experience John L. Murphy didn’t buy that and it provided
him with his doctoral study comparing with a control group of laymen priests who stayed and priests who
left. The priests who stayed in ministry held their own in that study. He graduated with honors in 1974.

John L. Murphy subsequently worked on the staff of Reed Mental Hospital in Chicago for a number of
years and later transferred to the staff of the Prison at DePere. He had a growing remorse at leaving the
Priesthood and applied to Rome for reinstatement. That was not going to happen. At John Murphy’s
funeral his favorite cousin, Alice Steube Hanson said, “Jack always built his house on the wrong lot.” Jack
Murphy contended with many personal difficulties and at the heart of them all, by his own estimation, it
was his obsessive compulsive drive. Priest, author, theologian, teacher, musician, psychologist, he excelled
brilliantly at them all. His influence as a theologian came to bear in the Vatican Council in its approach to
Scripture and Tradition and use of the vernacular in the liturgy. In his psychology studies he found that
priests who remained committed to their celibate calling and to the Priesthood were among the most happy
and stable personalities. His best work was as a priest and teacher, a man of good humor, compassion and
wise counsel. He died in 1984 at the age of 59 and is buried in Racine’s Calvary Cemetery
