The Year of the Priest 
 

The Jesuits were entrusted with the missions in New France.  Quebec was the launching pad for the 

missionary territory which included our beloved State of Wisconsin.  Claude Jean Allouez was born in 

Saint Didier-en-Forez, France on June 6, 1622.  He joined the Jesuits in 1639 and was ordained in 1655.  At 

the age of 36 he arrived at Quebec to begin his missionary life.  In 1665 Fr. Claude Allouez was named 

vicar-general to the saintly and great Bishop Francois de Montmorency Laval.  It was his task to get the 

picture in the Great Lakes region and from 1665 to 1689 he travelled 3,000 miles preaching to more than 

twenty native tribes and baptizing 10,000 people.  He prepared a prayer book in Illinois and French.  The 

Jesuit Relations of 1667-1676 preserve numerous extracts from the Allouez journals.  In 1670 he was 

present at Sault Sainte Marie, Michigan when M.S.F. de Saint Lusson took possession of the territories of 

the West in the name of the King of France.  Portions of Allouez’s address at that time are preserved in the 

Relations of 1671.  Father Allouez died near Niles, Michigan, August 27-28, 1689.  A great priest and 

missionary, his memory  is cherished in Wisconsin with a monument to him at De Pere.  Today the 

municipality of Allouez between De Pere and Green Bay is a place of up-scale homes and a Wisconsin 

State Prison.
