The Year of the Priest

Fr. Joszef Damian de Veuster was among five people canonized as saints of the Roman Catholic Church on
October 11™ in this Year for Priests. For many of us who have known about him from childhood we
thought he already was a canonized saint. Jozef De Veuster was born on January 3, 1840 in Tremeloo,
Belgium. He was professed in the Congregation of Religious dedicated to the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and
Mary on October 7, 1860. His missionary society sent him to Hawaii in March of 1864 and he was
ordained a priest in Honolulu on May 21* of that year in Our Lady of Peace Cathedral. On May 10, 1873
he was sent to serve on the Island of Molokai in the settlement of those suffering from Hansen’s disease
commonly known as Leprosy. Working there for 16 years he instilled in his flock a sense of their human
dignity and called them to live up to that dignity despite their most challenging circumstances, to live life
rather than simply await death. In 1884 he contracted leprosy himself and he wrote that he would not wish
to be cured if that meant he would have to give up his work on the island. Father Damien died on Molokai
April 15, 1869. His relics lie in Louvain, Belgium and at Kalaupapa, Molokai. What took so long to
canonize him? Before and after his death derogatory rumors circulated regarding Damien’s morals
primarily because some held the mistaken notion that Hansen’s disease (Leprosy) was sexually transmitted.
He was completely exonerated by a thorough investigation made shortly after he died. During his last
years he also suffered from the misunderstanding of his superior and some fellow priests because of his
fundraising efforts and invitation to a secular priest to join him. One attack upon Damien’s reputation by a
Protestant clergyman was answered by R. L. Stevenson in his Open Letter to Dr. Hyde (Boston, 1900). It
is also my belief that there is no canonization before its time. Father Damien has been proclaimed patron
of lepers and those with incurable diseases, particularly AIDS. Perhaps there is a bit of poetic justice. St.
