The Year of the Priest

My freshman year at St. Catherine’s High School was highlighted by a marvelous priest, Father Robert
Schubert. He was a cape-wearing, chalk-throwing, name-calling deeply dedicated priest who made class
something we looked forward to. He was especially good with dead-end boys which took the heat off of
the nerds. Ordained in 1940 he ran circles around everyone. He lived in the convent chaplain’s house but
served in addition to his full-time teaching position as pastor of St. Lucy’s. Fr. Schubert made himself
available every day for confessions after school. His famous “bargain confession” meant that he asked the
questions and the penitent said no or yes with the number of times. He was breezy and direct. My guess is
that he was not particularly appreciated by the administration but what do I know; he taught at St.
Catherine’s for nine years. The stories of him whipping around at the black board and landing an eraser on
target on the head of the offender are legend. His was the laser throw long before Brett. As I’ve said
before, we didn’t say “cool” in those days but he was a “cool cat” and I thought it would be great to be a
priest who connected in every respect the way he did, if not with an eraser. In those days most fathers were
reluctant to talk to their sons about sex. Father Schubert thought that mighty stupid and called his ninth
grade boys in for a conference about all kinds of concerns and if they needed to know about sex, he
informed them. Fathers today are often reticent or neglectful but leave it to the TV and the computer to
take care of matters somewhere between the ages of two and seven. Talking about sex by a priest is taboo
today. On his own Father Schubert earned a Masters degree at Marquette and his Doctorate at the
University of Ottawa in Canada. I read his doctoral dissertation when I was in Ottawa. It was on The
Notion of Wonder in the Philosophy of St. Thomas Aquinas. How appropriate. In politics Father Schubert
was an avid right-winger which meant he supported Douglas MacArthur in the presidential election. In Pre
-Vatican II days Church matters were all pretty much right wing except for Catholic Social Action and the
lay edited CommonweaMagazine Father Schubert taught in Texas at the University in Plano and at the
prestigious Pontifical Seminary Josephinum in Ohio. He died on St. Patrick’s Day in 1978 loved and long

remembered by his St. Catherine students and parishioners of St. Lucy’s Parish.
