A Word from St. Bede the Venerable +735 
 

Those who were freed by Moses from slavery in Egypt sang a song of triumph to the Lord after they had 

crossed the Red Sea and Pharaoh‟s army had been overwhelmed; in the same way, now that our sins have been 

washed away in baptism, we too should express fitting gratitude for the gifts of heaven.
