The Year of the Priest

In the history of the church in the Midwest two names come to mind: Hennepin and De Smet. I first learned
about Fr. Pierre DeSmet in Grade School in a play we did as part of a history lesson. Born in Belgium in
1801 he came to the United States in 1821 where he entered the Jesuits. He was ordained for the Society of
Jesus at Florissant, Missouri in 1827. In 1837 he was sent to the mission at Council Bluffs, lowa for two
years. His missionary life took him to Montana, back to Europe to recruit more missionaries, to Oregon
where he founded a mission near St. Paul on the Willamette River and to Edmonton in Canada to bring the
Blackfoot confederacy to peaceful ways. This “Apostle of the Rocky Mountains” served as an agent of the
federal government on seven occasions and in 1864 he alone could enter the camp of Sitting Bull. DeSmet
was a promoter of the missions, crossing the Atlantic 16 times. Father Louis Hennepin was a Franciscan
missionary born in Belgium in 1626. He sailed for Quebec in 1675 where Bishop Laval put him to work
among other things learning native dialects and customs. In 1678 he accompanied LaSalle on the
expedition to the Midwest. From a Niagara post on Lake Erie they travelled through the Illinois and
Louisiana territory and navigated the Detroit and St. Clair Rivers named by LaSalle. They split and
Hennepin went northward with his missionary companions where they were captured by a branch of the
Sioux Indian nation and were forced to travel with them. It was at this time that they stopped at a cataract
on the Mississippi which Hennepin named St. Anthony Falls at present day Minneapolis. Eventually
Hennepin returned to Europe, wrote his memoirs and died at Rome in 1701. Hennepin and DeSmet led

very interesting lives too involved to fully recount here. The fact is they were priests serving the church

and important players in the building of our country.
