The Year of the Priest

Over the next few weeks, continuing to alternate with great priests in history, I want to highlight some of
the fine priests who taught in our seminary during the nine years I was there. A couple of years ago I
mentioned to a UW-M professor that for all the credits we amassed in the seminary studying theology
alone Marquette would accept not one of them when I applied for graduate studies in theology. The
professor said “Well, you didn’t have any professors of world caliber.” Baloney! At Marquette Bernard
Cooke, John Sheets and Richard Schneider were outstanding professors but I wouldn’t place them above
the likes of John L. Murphy, John Schulien, Peter Leo Johnson, or, still living, Eugene Bleidorn. The work
of John L. Murphy, a Racine native, in both Theology and Liturgy had a direct impact on the Second
Vatican Council. John Schulien taught literally generations of priests and lay people in a way that
contributed to the high reputation for leadership both clerical and lay that the Milwaukee Archdiocese
holds in our country. Peter Leo Johnson had an established reputation in the field of history outside of his
seminary labors. At a time when seminaries were closed to the world in a good number of ways Eugene
Bleidorn, another Racine native, brought the world in to his students and is well known for his work with
the lay apostolate. Elmer Pfeil was respected nationally for his work in church music and the formation of
true church musicians years before the cartels of “pastoral musicians” rose to the forefront. As a group
