The Year of the Priest 
 

Gregor Johann Mendel is the name of a priest we heard about in grade school, a name associated with 

sweet peas.  In high school biology class the name surfaced again in a little more sophisticated context but 

shaking down to the same idea: important work in heredity.  He was the first to employ a definite system of 

counting the offspring in his experiments with cross pollination.  From his meticulous work and careful 

observations Mendel concluded that separate characters are inherited independently of one another.  His 

theory is called the Mendel an law, very much a part of the world in which we live today.  Gregor Johann 

Mendel was born in Moravia on July 22, 1822 and died in what is now Brno in the Czech Republic on 

January 6, 1884.  He entered the Augustinian Order at St. Thomas Monastery in Brno in 1843 and was 

ordained a priest on August 6, 1847.   St. Thomas Monastery was founded in 1350 and was a well-known 

center of creative interest in the natural sciences and culture.  It was there that Mendel developed his 

interest in the natural sciences and from where he was sent by his order to study at the University of 

Vienna.  He returned to Brno where he continued his experiments and was eventually elected as the Father 

Abbot of his monastery. Toward the end of his life Mendel led a solitary life isolated from both monastery 

confreres and the scientific community.  He was confident, however, that “before long the entire world will 

praise the result of these (his) labors.”  He was right.  In the spring of 1900 three botanists, reported their 

independent verifications of Mendel’s work. We know him today as “The Father of Genetics.”  One of the 

friars from St. Rita’s Monastery here in Racine might possibly be delighted to go into greater detail about 

the work of a fellow Augustinian, this remarkable priest and scientist Father Gregor Johann Mendel.
