FEASTS OF OUR LADY OF GUADALUPE AND

In the year 1531 Mary appeared to an Aztec native 

named Juan Diego. She was dressed as an Aztec 

princess wearing brightly colored clothes. She had a 

sash around her waist that was worn by pregnant 

women. Her vision brought faith and comfort to the 

Aztec people. She is the patron saint of Mexico. On 

December 12 people rise before dawn to sing “Las 

mananitas,” often accompanied by mariachi music 

before celebrating the Eucharist.  

 

The people of 

Sweden who live through the intense cold and long 

darkness of northern winters, have great devotion to 

Saint Lucy, and her feast is the start of Christmas 

cooking and festivity.

The Year of the Priest 
 

American Catholics and those from Wisconsin in particular should know about a wonderful priest.  He is a 

Wisconsin native born at Prescott and baptized Bernard Francis Casey.  He was ordained in the Capuchin 

Order of Franciscans at St. Francis Church in Milwaukee and his cause for canonization as a saint is well 

on its way.  His name in religious life was Solanus Casey and we know him today as the Venerable Father 

Solanus Casey.  When I was in the seminary my spiritual director, a future subject for this series, said to me 

“If God wants you to be a priest, you will be a priest; they could put fire to the seminary and they won‟t be 

able to get rid of you.”  After four years in the very same seminary the authorities told Bernard Casey to go 

elsewhere.  Apparently he was a simple man, not a man of academic prowess.  He didn‟t fit the bill for our 

diocesan seminary at St. Francis de Sales but went across town to St. Francis of Assisi Monastery and 

found a home with that great Order.  When he was ordained it was as a “simple priest” meaning he could 

offer Mass and that was about it.  He spent a good deal of his life as a Monastery Porter, a doorman.  

People sought him out in droves for his counsel; his gifts were spiritual.  Father Solanus was a person of 

profound spiritual depth, a prophet and a man of the people.  He suffered whatever was his to suffer for the 

conversion of sinners.  He provided a message of hope and deep faith based on absolute trust in God.  He 

consoled and encouraged people who came his way.   Father Solanus was a peacemaker who made it clear 

that the only path to peace was getting right with God by acknowledging dependence on Him and doing 

right by one‟s neighbor.  The Venerable Father Solanus Casey is one more example among many where 

God uses the humble, the unimportant, and the childlike, little ones to do his work, deliver his messages 

and console his people in this world.  Father Casey died in Detroit on July 31, 1957 and is buried in the St. 

Bonaventure Friary Cemetery there.  The postulator of his cause for canonization is in hopes of a couple of 

miracles from God through the intercession of Venerable Solanus Casey.  If you are in need of a miracle, it 

wouldn‟t hurt to ask him.  Father Solanus would probably advise you to thank God in advance for the 

favor.
