Why Go To Church? 

“A church goer wrote a letter to the editor of a newspaper and complained that it made no sense to go to 

church every Sunday. “I’ve gone for 30 years now,” he wrote, “and in that time I have heard something 

like 3,000 sermons. But for the life of me, I can’t remember a single one of them. So, I think I’m 

wasting my time and the pastors are wasting theirs by giving sermons at all.”

DEFIBRILLATOR PROGRAM 
Our parish has been approved by the Racine Area 

Public Access Defibrillator Program (PAD) as a 

location for a portable defibrillator unit. Half of the 

cost of the defibrillator unit and the cost of parish 

member training will be covered by PAD.  

Sacred Heart will be responsible for half of the cost 

of the defibrillator unit ($1,000) and we have already 

received some donations and are asking fellow 

parishioners to contribute towards the remaining 

balance as well as for ongoing expenses for supplies 

and maintenance. 

We are required to ensure we have trained 

individuals to operate this device. Scheduled classes, 

of which you only need to attend one,  are 6-9 pm on 

the following Tuesdays: Oct. 14, Nov. 11, and Dec.  

9, or 8:30-11:30 am on the following Saturdays:  

Oct. 25; Nov. 22; or Dec. 27.   If you are willing to 

be trained, contact Dale Slaasted (637-8059, leave a 

message if no answer) with your name, phone 

number, and address, as well as the date you are 

interested.  The training is at NO COST TO YOU. 

Training for Nov. 11 will be held in the Sturtevant 

Room in the lower level at Wheaton Franciscan 

facility. (the old St. Mary’s).
