Nominations 

may be made in writing and signed by at least ten 

practicing communicants of the congregation for each 

nominee. All nominations shall be made at least two 

weeks before the election and shall be announced two 

weeks prior to the election. 

Only such persons who are practicing communicants 

of the congregation and have attained the age of 

twenty-five years shall be eligible to nominate and 

vote. Trustees are members of the Parish Council, ex 

officio.  

The term of office is two years.  Nominations are to 

be made by Tuesday, June  9, 2009.
