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Year of the Priest 

One of my favorite authors for spiritual reading in the seminary was Ronald Knox, Monsignor Ronald 

Arbuthnot Knox.  It wasn’t surprising, therefore, that when two classmates and I made our first trip abroad 

and landed in England, I wanted to go to Mells near Frome to visit his grave.  That we did in the course of 

things.  It was to a post-card-perfect church and cemetery in the beautiful English countryside.  A woman 

was arranging flowers in the church and she pointed us in the direction of the grave.  She said, “He was 

such a lovely gentleman.”  That reminded me of the account of Knox on his deathbed.  The woman at his 

bedside asked if he would like her to read from his translation of the Bible.  He said, “No thank you, but it 

was awfully jolly of you to suggest it.” 
 

Ronald Knox was born February 17, 1888, the son of an Anglican bishop.  His father had been appointed 

Bishop of Manchester when Ronald was a youth.  The bishop belonged to the evangelical arm of 

Anglicanism and he had no use at all for the proponents of the Oxford movement.  Ronald’s mother died 

when he was four years old.  He grew up with bright brothers who were a great foil for his own intellectual 

gifts.  Ronald studied at Oxford winning all the prizes there.  Following his father and both grandfathers he 

was ordained an Anglican priest.  A man of reading and study he perceived the high tolerance of dissent in 

Anglicanism unhelpful for finding truth.  His search led him to the Catholic Church.  He was part of that 

flowering of great Catholic converts who stood out in the first half of the twentieth century including 

Chesterton, Waugh and even Greene.  Eventually Ronald Knox became the most prominent spokesman for 

Catholics in England called upon to speak and preach on many occasions.  One of my favorite stories about 

Knox was his response to a put-down by a bishop.  Knox always spoke from a carefully crafted and 

beautifully written text and the bishop chided him presuming he was not able to speak without one.  Knox 

responded by admitting his own shortcomings in that regard and said that when he ascended a pulpit with a 

raft of papers in his hand many people dreaded the thought he was about to read “one more of those dreary 

pastoral letters from the bishop.” 
 

Apologetics is that branch of theology that defends Catholic teaching.  In the forty years following Vatican 

II with all the vapors of dissent and a skewed ecumenism filling the air defense of the faith based on a clear 

knowledge of what the Church teaches became passé and not politically correct.  Needless to say the 

exquisite talent of a Ronald Knox was not useful in that milieu.  In the midst of the desert of ignorance of 

Catholic teaching on the part of Catholics Apologetics is now in the ascendancy and so is an appreciation 

for Ronald Knox.  His writings, however, cover a great variety from his own beautiful translation of the 

entire Bible to his sermons to a history of cults titled “Enthusiasm.”  Father Ronald Knox, great priest and 

spiritual writer, is one for the ages.  For novices he will always be too simple while the wise will always be 

delighted with his depth and wait for his wit.
