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The Year of the Priest 

In my nine years in the seminary I had two great priests as regular spiritual directors.  It was expected of us 

to have an individual spiritual counselor but, as far as I know, there was no verification process in place.  

The seminary itself had a spiritual director with whom we had regular group conferences.  Normally I 

would see my spiritual director every four to six weeks.  For the three first years of college I met with 

Father Casimir Hojnacki on a regular basis.  When our class was moved a year early over to the Major 

Seminary campus upon completion of the new building in 1956, I was given a rare permission to go 

through the gate to the Minor Seminary campus to meet with him.  I chose Father Hojnacki because he 

simply stood out as spirituality personified and, of course, because he agreed to counsel me.  He also taught 

College Algebra which may have been a Feudian ulterior motive although unlikely because I had been 

seeing him a year before I wound up in his class.  I like to think of it as Divine coincidence.  Algebra class 

is where he told us that Polish was the language of heaven, so needless to say, I elected to take it in the 

Major Seminary from Father Popek when my Polish classmates were required to do so, three years worth. 

 

Father Hojnacki was a remarkable man, eccentric, intelligent, a linguist – he also taught French – had a 

wonderful sense of humor and was kind.  He entered the seminary as what was then called “a delayed 

vocation” being ordained at the age of 31 instead of the usual 26.  I taught “delayed vocations” at Sacred 

Heart Seminary who were nearly 70!  Casimir Hojnacki was a graduate of the Jagiellonian University of 

Cracow, Poland.  Not bad for a man born in Milwaukee.  He was ordained in 1938 and after one year in 

parish ministry he served the Archdiocese for the rest of his days as professor at Pio Nono High School, St. 

Francis Minor Seminary and finally at DeSales Preparatory Seminary.  He lived five years in retirement 

and died February 27, 1976.  He was a spiritual director; he told you what he expected you to do.  He 

started out having me read Tilmann Pesch, The Christian Philosophy of Life which led eventually to 

Meditations on the Gospels by Prohaszka.  Love for Jesus Christ, the Bible and Prayer were the objects of 

it all.  I will always love Father Casimir Hojnacki for his affirmation and acceptance of me.  I look forward 

to our meeting again. 

 

Monsignor William Groessel was my regular spiritual director in six remaining years at the Major 

Seminary.  I had some other fine priest professors to consult on specific matters as well.  Where Father 

Hojnacki was of a more mystical quality Monsignor Groessel was down-to-earth-practical in the spirit of 

St. Francis de Sales.   We met every four to six weeks and he spoke to me from carefully prepared 3x5 

cards.  After he was done covering a specific step in the spiritual life we would talk about whatever was on 

my mind.   Monsignor Groessel also was a very kind and wise man and had a calming effect “like a bridge 

over troubled waters” as the song goes.  Pent up in the seminary for long gray winter months he was made 

to order for seminarians who were taking seriously the arduous challenge of preparing for the Priesthood. 

 

William Groessel was born in Algoma, Wisconsin, in 1901.  Ordained for the diocese of Green Bay he was 

released to the faculty of Pio Nono College in the Archdiocese of Milwaukee and eventually incardinated 

here.  He was appointed to the faculty of the Minor Seminary in 1939, and made its Rector in 1940.  He 

retired in 1954 diagnosed with a severe heart condition.  He lived cautiously but successfully for thirty-six 

more years teaching Greek and Pastoral Theology at the Major Seminary and acting as its Vice Rector and 

famed Spiritual Director.   I will always love Monsignor Groessel for his affirmation and confidence in me 

and for defending me at strategic times on my way to Priesthood.  I look forward to seeing him again.
