Dear Parishioners

I want to give you a heads-up on the forthcoming second mailing on behalf of the Catholic
Stewardship Appeal, 2008. As a parish we have not attained our goal but we are close. I am
appealing, therefore, to those who have not contributed to the CSA. The parish needs you on board.
Please include the Archdiocese on your priority giving list along with your parish. No amount is too
small or too large. The important thing now is that our parish show support to the Archdiocese
enabling it to carry out its mission. So much of the archdiocesan ministries and services are of direct
benefit to our parish. The first of those benefits is that it relieves us of our responsibility to serve in
areas we cannot possibly carry as an individual parish. Of our 845 households at Sacred Heart, 254
have contributed to the support of the Archdiocese through the CSA. That’s 30.06 % but we can do
better than that and we must. So, when the second appeal letter comes to your home, if you have
already given do not be under any impression that you should give again. You surely may if you
choose to do so. If your circumstances have changed or are in a state where you cannot give, in your
charity please pray for our Archdiocesan family and indicate that on your return card. If you are not in
the habit of giving to the support of the diocese, it’s time to wake up. We do not exist as a lone-ranger
parish; we are part of a diocesan family with the successor to the apostles, our Archbishop, as our chief
shepherd. Parish priests and parish directors serve in his place and as sent by him. When there is a
healthy sense of that balance between parish family and diocesan family, the parish can prosper. We
do a pretty good job of striking that balance at Sacred Heart, but, as you can see, there is room for
