June 19" is the 150™ anniversary of the death of St. Jean Marie Vianney, the Cure of Ars, France and the Pa-
tron Saint of Confessors. On that date Pope Benedict will proclaim a special Year for Priests which will run
from June 19, 2009 to June 19, 2010. He will also solemnly proclaim St. John Vianney Patron Saint of all
priests. A plenary Indulgence will be granted to priests and faithful on the Feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus,
“a year of priestly sanctification.” The conditions for gaining the indulgence are posted on the Vatican web
site (wWww.vatican.va/roman-curia/tribunals/apost-penit/index.htm). A partial indulgence is offered to all the
faithful each time they pray five times the Our Father, the Hail Mary and the Glory be, or any duly approved
prayer in “honor of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, to ask that priests maintain purity and sanctity of life,” the
decree states.
