GOSPEL LIVING 
August Focus - Perspective 

Our faith should inform and affect our choices in 

life. However, that is not quite as simple as it 

sounds. First, consider what are the values and 

priorities of our faith? It may be helpful to take a 

look at the Cardinal Virtues: Prudence (correct 

knowledge about things to be done or avoided), 

Justice (determination to give everyone their 

rightful due), Fortitude (allows us to overcome 

fear and remain steady in our will in the face of 

obstacles), and Temperance (the moderation and 

control of our own desires). Don’t assume you 

know what is involved in each virtue. Do a little 

research. If a Catholic bookstore is not available, 

look on-line, and if you don’t have Internet 

access go to the public library computers. Take 

time to reflect on what they mean and how they 

should affect how you look at things. Continue to 

expand your understanding of the faith by 

looking at the Theological Virtues: Faith, Hope 

and Charity. Consider the Seven Gifts of the Holy 

Spirit, the Twelve Fruits of the Holy Spirit, and 

the Beatitudes. Do not work on all of these at 

once. Start with the Cardinal Virtues and focus on 

one of them. Deepen your understanding of it and 

consider how it may affect your perspective on 

the decisions and choices you make everyday. As 

the Spirit moves you go on to another virtue. 

After finishing the Cardinal Virtues, pick another 

group to look at and reflect on. Move at your own 

pace. If you find you move quickly and finish the 

list, begin it again. If you move slowly, don’t fret 

that you may run out of time. This is not a race 

but a way of life – a way of looking at life. You 

may find a journal helpful in recording your 

thoughts and insights and to see how your 

perspective changes over time. As always, 

include the Holy Spirit in your reflections, asking 

for the grace to be open to the lessons you need to 

learn to become a better disciple of Christ.
