The Year of the Priest

The first white settlement in Virginia was made by the English at Jamestown in 1620, right? Wrong. On
September 10, 1570, a Spanish ship entered Chesapeake Bay, which they named the Bay of the Mother of
God. It plied up the James River near where the Jamestown settlement would be thirty-seven years later.
There disembarked two Jesuit priests, three Jesuit brothers, three novices, a Spanish youth and an Indian
guide. The idea of the venture came from Father Juan Baptista de Segura who was the head of the Spanish
Jesuit mission in Florida. Unlike other Spanish forays the religious were not in the company of soldiers. It
was Fr. Baptista’s vision that it be purely a missionary venture feeling that if religious went in peace they
would be better received along with their message. Wrong. Don Luis, the Indian Guide upon whom the
missionaries depended, abandoned the project. The missionaries set up an Indian school for boys,
celebrated daily Mass, professed the three novices as brothers in the Order and tried to get the Indian guide
to rejoin their operation. Father Juan Baptista sent Father Luis Quiros along with two brothers Gabriel and
Juan to appeal to Don Luis. He welcomed the delegation to his village, listened to them and agreed to
return to the mission. The next morning the delegates set off on their return to the mission but soon were
ambushed. Father Quiros and Brother Gabriel died immediately. Brother Juan was wounded but managed
to escape. He was soon found and put to death. The Indian guide Don Luis did return to the mission and
told Father Baptista that they had come to help the mission. Finding their chance they killed all of the
Jesuits. Alonso de Olmos, the boy, was spared and taken off to captivity and adoption. A few months later
a Spanish supply ship appeared off shore at the mission. Things looked suspicious and soon armed
warriors appeared rowing out to the ship. A skirmish ensued but the Spanish ship managed to set sail with
two Indian captives who revealed that the Jesuits were all dead and the boy Alonso was held captive. The
governor in Florida organized an expedition this time with Spanish soldiers. Arriving at the mission they
rounded up the chief and a group of Indians and demanded the return of the boy and the surrender of Don
Luis. In the night the boy managed to escape and swam out to the ship. Don Luis failed to appear and the
Indians were tried. Five were released and seven others who had been involved in the massacre of the
Jesuits were hanged. Father Juan Baptista de Segura’s 1570 experiment of missionaries proceeding
without protection was over by 1572 and so was the Spanish presence in what would later become the

English colony of Virginia.
