2010 LENTEN SEASON

The 2010 Lenten season begins with the February 17th
observance of Ash Wednesday. Regulations pertaining
to fast and abstinence are printed below. The Catholic
Church asks each member to preserve the penitential
character and purpose of Lent.

For this reason:

A) Catholics who have celebrated their 14th
birthday are bound to abstain from meat
on Ash Wednesday and each Friday of
Lent;

B) Catholics who have celebrated their 18th
birthday, in addition to abstaining from
meat, should fast on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday. Hence, on those days they
should eat only one full meal. Smaller
quantities of food may be taken at two
other meals, but no food should be con-
sumed at other times during those two
days. The obligation of fasting ceases
with the cel ebrat
day.

Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from
these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

The Year of the Priest

As Obie Yadgar frequently pointed out on the sadly missed Milwaukee FM station WFMR, the ‘“Red
Priest” was Antonio Vivaldi. Vivaldi was testarosso, one of those northern Italian redheads. One nasty
musician said that Vivaldi wrote the same concerto 450 times. To the undiscriminating ear that can be said
for a lot of Baroque music. Bach modeled his concerto style on Vivaldi’s concertos and transcribed six of
them. In addition to being an illustrious composer Vivaldi, like Mozart, was a virtuoso violinist. He was
born in Venice in 1675 and died in Vienna in 1741, where also like Mozart; he was buried there in a
common grave. Vivaldi was ordained a priest in 1703. He was assigned to a home for orphaned girls
where as director of chorus and orchestra he developed a world-renowned ensemble. His contract with the
orphanage required that he compose two concertos a month. He also composed religious music on a
regular basis which was published only after his death. Vivaldi said he could compose faster than a copyist
could copy. His music pretty well filled his activity. He offered Mass for only a year after his ordination.
He had a temperament not uncommon to geniuses that provided difficulties of its own, in Vivaldi’s case
preventing him from concentrating on anything beyond the things he was always composing in his head.
He also had respiratory problems from childhood, possibly something like allergies or chronic bronchitis,
that some of the drugs we have now would have controlled. I’m sure he had more than his share of stress
during his lifetime. There is nothing substantive to indicate that Antonio Vivaldi was anything but a good
priest along with being an outstanding musician. The more recent edition of the Catholic Encyclopedia
states: “While his church music is still largely unknown, the few available works indicate that he was
equally conversant with vocal and instrumental style, and capable of massive and brilliant effects as well as
of texture of a more intimate nature.” Vivaldi is very popular today, his fast tempo appeals and his strictly

ordered style reassures amid the chaos of our time. A rather priestly ministry if you ask me.
