H1N1 FLU VIRUS

The risk of HIN1, coupled with evidence that the flu
season is starting earlier this year, is leading the
Archdiocese of Milwaukee to suggest preventative
measures in liturgy and communion distribution.

The documented guidelines, issued by the Archdiocese
of Milwaukee Office for Worship and the
Archdiocesan Liturgical Commission, can be found on
the archdiocese’s Web site, www.archmil.org.

It should be noted that there has never been a
documented case of an infectious disease being
transmitted through the sharing of the Cup. However,
parishioners are asked to use their discretion based on
their health when deciding to attend mass, receive the
Cup and/or offer the sign of peace.

All ministers are reminded of the importance of proper
hand-washing, particularly before and after the
distribution of communion. Proper techniques for
distributing communion and caring for the vessels
after Mass are also being stressed to ministers.

The Year of the Priest

In the history of the Archdiocese of Milwaukee the most important priest was a Swiss gentleman by the
name of Josef Martin Kundig. He was born in Schwyz, Switzerland, November 19, 1805. His parents
were Josef Melchioris Kuendig and Elisabeth Regina Kaelin. His godparents were Josef Thomas Fassbind
and Anna Catharina Kaelin. I had the pleasure of looking up his baptismal record when I was in the area in
1994. Kundig did most of his studies for the Priesthood at Lucerne and Rome where he served briefly in
the Swiss Guard eventually answering the call to the missions in the United States. He and his friend John
Martin Henni arrived at New York on May 28, 1828. They made their way to Ohio in the home stretch on
horseback. In Cincinnati, after a year of final study at the seminary in Bardstown, Bishop Edward Fenwick
ordained them in 1829. Martin Kundig left for service in Detroit as early as 1833 and in nine years there
carried out a number of important tasks for parishes, schools and organizations. He came to Wisconsin in
1842 thus beginning a list of accomplishments too numerous to record here. The ministry that began on
horseback continued so for a good number of years as he established many parishes throughout the
territory, among them St. Mary here in Racine in 1853. He purchased property for future parishes and
institutions, pushed successfully for the establishment of Milwaukee as a diocese, and helped get his friend
John Martin Henni appointed as first bishop. After a long and fruitful ministry to the Milwaukee
Archdiocese he was worn out by 1879. Father Kundig was a man of profound faith in Jesus Christ and,
based on his firm belief in Divine Providence, an apostle of the possible. His zeal will always stand out
when his name comes to mind as will his charity and love for the poor.  Father Josef Martin Kundig is
buried in historic Calvary Cemetery on the Blue Mound Road in Milwaukee. If it were left to me, he

would be entombed with our Archbishops in the Cathedral crypt. It could happen.
