The Year of the Priest

The Assistant Pastors at St. Edward who were there the longest were there for the most part at the same
time. Fr. Donald Surges arrived in the spring appointments of 1947 and Fr. Robert Glisch arrived a year
later after his ordination in 1948. The two of them, like the Pastor Fr. Richard Schaefer, were excellent
preachers. For most of those years Mass at St. Edward was still in the basement of the school. There was
no podium; they preached from the top of the altar steps. There was no microphone so they had to hit the
back wall at the end of a narrow room extending the full width of the school building. It was a good
training ground for homilists following the only guideline that matters in the first place and the last place:
Be heard; be brief; be seated. Like their predecessors they taught one or two classes in the school each
week and faithfully carried out the usual full list of duties. In addition, Father Surges was in charge of
athletics. In those days St. Ed’s used the gym at Washington Park Pool. Father Glisch was chaplain for the
scouts. He was a little guy so when we played Steal the Bacon at our monthly scout meetings he was right
in there playing with us. Father Glisch was also in charge of training the Mass Servers and reverence was
the name of the game. We greeted the priest and there was no talking in the sacristy by anyone beyond
that. We knew what had to be done before and after Mass and we did it.  After the dedication of the new
church in 1953 it was the two of them I witnessed scrubbing and buffing the terrazzo floors. Father Glisch
used to go to the city jail, kneel in the midst of the cell block and pray the rosary and that probably on his
own time. I don’t think St. Edward had any assigned responsibilities to jail ministry. On one occasion
Father Glisch visited the seminarians from the parish while I was in the seminary but then we had at least
seven seminarians there at one time. These two men were exemplary priests. Father Surges lasted fourteen
years at St. Edward’s and Father Glisch was there for ten. Father Surges died in his early sixties and Father

Glisch died later after a long harrowing bout with Parkinson’s disease. If you want vocations to the

Priesthood pray for holy priests.
