To All Parish Members

Next weekend we will begin the annual discernment process for new Parish Council members. If you are
nominated, consider it a great honor. Go through the discernment process, even if you think it is not
something for you. The process itself is well worth your consideration. The first step in the process today
is for all parishioners to nominate those whom they think would bring a level head and a view of the whole
parish to the policy making body of the parish. Your filled out nomination forms should be brought with
you to Mass next Sunday. The Pastoral Council, properly called, makes parish policy, reviews policy in
place, and sees to it that diocesan policies are properly enforced at the parish level. No parish group or
organization, for example, may put the tax exempt status of the parish in jeopardy by not channeling any of
its fund-raising activities through the parish account and giving a full account, whether that be milk money
(I’'m back in first grade at Fratt School), or a choir trip to Polynesia (Now I’'m dreaming). That is parish
policy because it is diocesan policy, and the Pastoral Council helps to ensure that the policy is followed.
From the monetary and material Council concern extends to the pastoral and spiritual. They see to it, for
example, that the policy of the Archdiocese is observed with regard to the religion program in the day
school being in sync with that of the CYF program. This wide scope makes for interesting and rewarding
service to the parish by the Pastoral Council and of indispensable help to the pastor. Once again, a
practicing Catholic registered in the parish, with common sense and an ability to see the whole parish
picture, is all that it takes to serve on the Pastoral Council, along with, of course, a generous spirit and the
willingness to serve. If you are nominated, consider it an honor and a possibility for you. Parishioners
please regard the duty to nominate fellow parishioners an opportunity and an honor as well. Thanks for

your cooperation.
