H1N1 FLU VIRUS

The risk of HIN1, coupled with evidence that the flu
season is starting earlier this year, is leading the
Archdiocese of Milwaukee to suggest preventative
measures in liturgy and communion distribution.

The documented guidelines, issued by the
Archdiocese of Milwaukee Office for Worship and
the Archdiocesan Liturgical Commission, can be
found on the archdiocese’s Web site,
www.archmil.org.

It should be noted that there has never been a
documented case of an infectious disease being
transmitted through the sharing of the Cup.
However, parishioners are asked to wuse their
discretion based on their health when deciding to
attend mass, receive the Cup and/or offer the sign of
peace.

All ministers are reminded of the importance of
proper hand-washing, particularly before and after
the distribution of communion. Proper techniques for
distributing communion and caring for the vessels
after Mass are also being stressed to ministers.

The Year of the Priest

Father McCormick started a string of very fine assistant pastors at St. Edward during my school days.
Father Robert Mueller came into our fourth grade once a week and we always looked forward to his
coming. He made up funny names for the characters he used to illustrate his lessons, but Paphnutius is
the one I remember. Until recently I thought it was a made up name until I ran across fifteen saints by
that name in Holweck’s Biographical Dictionary. There is even a Paphnutius the Great, Paphnutius “the
Buffalo” and a Paphnutius with his 546 Companions! All of them were beheaded “after the usual
tortures” in 303 A.D. but Paphnutius was “nailed to a date tree.” In addition to fourth grade of happy
memory I had Fr. Mueller as a Professor in the Minor Seminary College Department and have known
him through the years as a devoted and exemplary priest, always open to something new, unflappable in
the transitions the life of a priest requires, kind and of good humor. He speaks German fluently and is
well versed in the Marian spirituality of the Schoenstadt Movement. I called Father Mueller recently
and found him available on cell phone (he has one; I do not) and three days into assisted living at St.
Camillus in Milwaukee. As a senior priest Fr. Mueller had been working on Milwaukee’s south side
perfecting his Spanish speaking and helping in various capacities. In our phone conversation his
parting shot was “one for the kids: What’s the longest word in the dictionary? Smiles because there’s a
mile between the first S and the last one.” Father Mueller looks the same today as he did sixty years
ago. He would credit it to genes; I think disposition has a lot to do with it, disposition acquired through

steady cooperation with God’s grace.
