LENTEN FAST & ABSTINENCE
REGULATIONS

The fast and abstinence regulations are printed
below. The Catholic Church asks each member to
preserve the penitential character and purpose of
Lent. For this reason:

a) Catholics who have celebrated their 14"
birthday are bound to abstain from meat on Ash
Wednesday and each Friday of Lent,

b)Catholics who have celebrated their 18"
birthday, in addition to abstaining from me a t,
should fast on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday. Hence, on those days they should eat
only one full meal. Smaller quantities of food
may be taken at two other meals, but no food
should be consumed at other times during those
two days. The obligation of fasting ceases with
the celebration of one’s 59" birthday.

Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from
these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

Reading the Bible from the Heart of the Church

The Bible readings we hear at Mass on Sunday are selected and arranged to show us what the
Catechism calls “the unity of the divine plan in the two Testaments” (nos. 128-130).

The Liturgy invites us to read the Old Testament in light of the New and the New Testament in light of
the Old. When we read this way, we see that what God says and does in the Old Testament points us to
what Jesus says and does in the New, and what Jesus says and does in the New Testament sheds light

on the promises and events we read about in the Old.

The divine plan of the two Testaments continues in the Church’s Liturgy. That’s why we reread and
relive the great events of salvation history every Sunday. As the Catechism teaches, the Liturgy reveals
the mysteries of God’s plan and enables us to live them (nos. 1094-1095).

FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT

Jesus constantly reminded his followers that they
were to serve others, especially those who would
seek to be leaders.
