Dear Parishioners:

Monday in the midst of the night storm I woke possibly from thunder but with a vivid dream of Father
Bob Katorski a classmate and dear friend. “He died,” I said out loud to myself, and indeed the word
came Tuesday morning that he had died around eleven that evening. I knew Bob from the beginning in
special Latin class at the seminary. He was a day student but we were good friends by the following
summer. | was invited to Sunday dinner at the Katorski home on Oklahoma Avenue. Bob’s dad made
Sunday dinner every week. Iremember there were two meats which apparently was common. Bob was
my introduction to Milwaukee Polish style and I loved it from the day one. In subsequent summers we
went to movies or events at the old Skylight Theatre, the one that had the big real studio skylight over
the audience. One summer we saw “The King and I performed by the Marquette players so well-
known and directed by the famous Jesuit priest whose name I can’t come up with for the life of me. We
also spent a week during two seminary summers up at Pleasant Lake near Coloma with a group of class-
mates. The first summer we took the North Western Railway out of its wonderful Milwaukee depot near
the lakeshore and were picked up at the station in Adams. That was the only time I ever water-skied.
In 1960 Bob and I went to the National Liturgical Convention in Pittsburgh. Neither of us had ever
flown before and it was a memorable experience. Bob was the kind to speak to everybody. Each day
on the hotel elevator we ran into the same woman and Bob would always engage her in conversation
but neither of us ever understood a word she said. We would be suppressing laughter and nearly dying
at the slowness of the lift to our room. I threatened to choke him to death the next time he talked to her
but of course he did. Outside our Fort Pitt Hotel window was a great railroad switch yard and engines
were puffing, clanking and banging all night long. The hotel was appropriately named. We both ran
out of money and Bob was the only one with a checking account let alone a check book with him. Bob
persuaded a woman on the public sidewalk to cash a check with his inimitably likeable manner. One
summer night after a movie we went to Leon’s custard stand for a cone. We stepped aside to let a black
man and his family in ahead of us. He asked us if we were ministry students by any chance and we
owned up to it saying we went to St. Francis Seminary. He said, “I thought so.” We visited St. Sava’s
Serbian Orthodox Cathedral in Milwaukee and learned in no uncertain terms what has become politi-
cally correct today, the “evils” of the Crusades — right in our face. We made friends with the Episcopa-
lian seminarians at Nashotah House during our summer villa days on Lake Oconomowoc when we were
not to leave the grounds let alone fraternize with students there. Bob anticipated the ecumenical winds
of Vatican II seven years before the Council. If Bob went to Hawaii he brought me a pineapple; when
he went to Florida, he brought me a bag of grapefruit and in 1985 when we dedicated Hedwig House at
St. Hedwig’s where I was pastor, he gave me four live lobsters to celebrate. In 1961 two classmates
and I went to Europe for the summer. Bob and some other school friends appeared at Mitchell Airport
to see us off. He brought a bottle of champagne and composed lyrics for a song he sang with gusto to
the melody of “Give My Regards to Broadway: “Give my regards to Congar; remember me to De-
Lubac. Tell all the gang at Chevethogne that I will soon be there. Tell ‘em how I’m yearning to be
with that wonderful throng. Give my regards to Yves Congar and tell him, I’ll be there someday.” Bob
is there with those two great progressive theologians right now along with the ecumenical monks of
Chevethogne Monastery. I love him and my family loves him along with hundreds and hundreds of
other priests and lay people. May God reward him for his marvelous Christ-like ministry and suffering
for over fifteen years battling cancer. He offered his suffering to Christ on the cross and it boggles the
mind to think of the welcome home he received. Well done, good and faithful steward. Enter into the

joy of your Father.
