February 25 is first day of 2009 
Lenten season 
The 2009 Lenten season begins with the February 25 

observance of Ash Wednesday. Regulations 

pertaining to fast and abstinence are printed below.  

The Catholic Church asks each member to preserve 

the penitential character and purpose of Lent.  

For this reason: 

 a) Catholics who have celebrated their 

     14th birthday are bound to abstain  from 

     meat on Ash Wednesday and each Friday 

     of Lent; 

 b) Catholics who have celebrated their 

     18th birthday, in addition to abstaining 

      from meat, should fast on Ash  

      Wednesday and Good Friday.   

 Hence, on those days they should eat 

 only one full meal. Smaller quantities of 

 food may be taken at two other meals, 

 but no food should be consumed at  other 

          times during those two days. The 

 obligation of fasting ceases with the 

 celebration of one’s 59th birthday. 

Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from 

these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

Dear Parishioners 
 

As we prepare to enter our Lenten observance let me review the components; they include prayer, 

fasting and almsgiving.  Prayer is objective or subjective.  Our objective prayer includes the Sacred 

Liturgy and formal prayers and devotions like the Stations of the Cross.  Subjective prayer is that 

reflective and contemplative prayer that flows from our reading of the Bible and other spiritual reading, 

or prayer simply generated in our hearts.  St. Augustine says: “Unceasing desire is unceasing prayer.”   

Fasting and abstinence are classic penances and the Church, unlike the good old days, specifies those in 

a much lesser degree: abstinence from meat on Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent, fasting on 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  Elsewhere in the Bulletin you will find the age specifications for 

fasting and abstinence.  Almsgiving is that charity that “covers a multitude of sins.”  The Archdiocesan 

Stewardship appeal covers our obligations to give alms through its many services and charitable 

programs.  Beyond that it is good to select some other objects of our charitable sacrifices.  My favorite is 

the Catholic Near East Welfare Association (CNEWA).  It looks out for Christians in places like Israel 

and other places were Palestinians are holed up; it looks out for our Chaldean Catholic brethren in Iraq, 

among the oldest Catholic Christian Communities in the world going back to apostolic times; and there 

are the Coptic Christians in Egypt and the Maronite Catholics in Lebanon.  You get the picture, CNEWA 

looks out for Catholics and other Christians living in countries where they are the minority and very 

vulnerable.  Donations to CNEWA are sent to CNEWA, 1011 First Avenue, New York, NY 10022-

4195.  May you live out a fruitful and holy Lenten season.
