You may have noticed the invitation to an Acacia Theatre event to be held here at Sacred Heart on 

Sunday, March 15th.  It will be thirty years this year that I was made a pastor for the first time thanks to 

Archbishop Weakland.  I was appointed on August 15, 1979 to St. Hedwig’s Church on Milwaukee’s 

lower east side.  Brady Street was coming out of the hippie “culture” and in transition to the trendy 

place it has become today.  I liked it in that transition period.  The area was like a village as it indeed it 

was when first settled by Kaszubian Poles who called it their “Kampa.”  If someone was looking for the 

pastor anyone could tell him “He’s over at the Village Restaurant having breakfast,” “He’s taking 

Communion to the Williams home down the street,” “I just saw him buying Italian sausage at 

Glorioso’s.”    Early in my tenure the Acacia Theatre was formed.   The parish was no stranger to the 

arts.  We invited the newly formed Polish Dance Ensemble “Serena” to use our gym for practice.  Even 

parishioners thought St. Hedwig was a man until we commissioned Doris Christoffel Wokurka to paint 

a lovely portrait of the 13th century Duchess of Silesia.  She did other paintings for us as did Peter 

Dombrowski who had a studio in one of our vacant classrooms.  Jerzy Kenar, the Polish wood sculptor, 

would eventually do some relief carvings for the church; but I digress.  Alan Atwood, one of the actors 

and organizers of Acacia Theatre, approached us to perform plays with a religious and moral tone.  As a 

pastor of one of the first churches to welcome them at their beginning it is a pleasure to recommend 

Acacia Theatre to Sacred Heart in their prime.  You know you are getting old when thirty years seems 

like yesterday.
