LENTEN FAST & ABSTINENCE
REGULATIONS

The fast and abstinence regulations are printed
below. The Catholic Church asks each member to
preserve the penitential character and purpose of
Lent. For this reason:

a) Catholics who have celebrated their 14"
birthday are bound to abstain from meat on Ash
Wednesday and each Friday of Lent;

b)Catholics who have celebrated their 18"
birthday, in addition to abstaining from me a t,
should fast on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday. Hence, on those days they should eat
only one full meal. Smaller quantities of food
may be taken at two other meals, but no food
should be consumed at other times during those
two days. The obligation of fasting ceases with
the celebration of one’s 59" birthday.

Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from
these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

PALM SUNDAY OF THE LORD’S PASSION
Once again we hear the story of Jesus’ last days
according to the Gospel of Mark, Jesus had choices.
He could have fled the city, allowed his followers to
fight for him or at the very least defended himself
against the false accusations brought against him. He
struggled to accept what he knew the Father wanted
of him. We also face hard choices at times. The
people around us offer advice and encourage us to do
what they see as the best way to handle the situation.
Ultimately, like Jesus, we need to go aside to pray
and reflect and seek God’s will for us. We may not
like the answer. We may be afraid to do what we
believe is right.
