2010 LENTEN SEASON

The 2010 Lenten season begins with the February 17th
observance of Ash Wednesday. Regulations pertaining
to fast and abstinence are printed below. The Catholic
Church asks each member to preserve the penitential
character and purpose of Lent.

For this reason:

A) Catholics who have celebrated their 14th
birthday are bound to abstain from meat
on Ash Wednesday and each Friday of
Lent;

B) Catholics who have celebrated their 18th
birthday, in addition to abstaining from
meat, should fast on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday. Hence, on those days they
should eat only one full meal. Smaller
quantities of food may be taken at two
other meals, but no food should be con-
sumed at other times during those two
days. The obligation of fasting ceases
with the celebrati
day.

Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from
these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

WORLD MARRIAGE DAY

February 14, 2010

Today is World Marriage Day. The idea of celebrating
marriage began in Baton Rouge, La., in 1981, when
couples encouraged the Mayor, the Governor and the
Bishop to proclaim St. Valentines Day as "We Believe
in Marriage Day". The event was so successful; the
idea was presented to and was adopted by Worldwide
Marriage Encounter's National Leadership. By 1982,
43 Governors officially proclaimed the day, and cele-
brations spread to U.S. military bases in several for-
eign countries. In 1983, the name was changed to
"World Marriage Day", designated to be celebrated
each year on the second Sunday in February. In 1993,
his Holiness, Pope John Paul II, imparted his Apos-
tolic Blessings on World Marriage Day

The Year of the Priest

Father Elmer Pfeil was the Music Director at St. Francis Seminary during the seven years I studied there.
The Seminary Choir was at its peak and we rendered Gregorian Chant as well as any and better than most
places where it was sung. Preparing the proper parts for Mass every Sunday, Holy Day and major feast day
occupied a major portion of our weekly rehearsals. Elmer Pfeil was sent to Innsbruck, Austria, for his
theological studies prior to ordination. With World War II on the horizon the school relocated to Sion,
Switzerland, but after a year Elmer Pfeil came back to the United States and completed his studies at
Catholic University in Washington, D.C. While in Europe Father Josef Andreas Jungmann, S.J. was his
pastoral theology professor. Father Pfeil told us Jungmann observed that the way Adolf Hitler mesmerized
his audiences could only be explained by diabolical assistance. After ordination in St. Anne’s Church,
Milwaukee, (the cathedral was still under its post-fire restoration in 1942) Father Pfeil’s first appointment
was to the same parish where I spent my first meaningful assignment as a newly ordained some twenty
years later, beloved St. Rose Parish, Milwaukee. Father Pfeil was also my piano teacher for a couple of
years — poor man — and his kindness and friendship through Choir and the lessons made him a lasting
influence in my life. He instilled a lasting love for the Church and her liturgy in many of us. Father Pfeil
spoke at my First Mass banquet. In the try-out for the choir he asked me to sing the Gregorian Adoro Te
Devote. I still have the slip he gave me with the names of the five members from my class he had accepted
for the choir and he asked me to inform the others. That happened during our first year at the Major
Seminary on January 15, 1957, an important date in my life. I have a pretty good idea what I would have
done without the Choir those seven years on the wuthering heights above Lake Michigan. Believe me it
would not include being a priest today. Things like that tell us not only that God looks out for us but that
he tailors his graces most agreeably to our needs. Father Pfeil retired in 1981 having garnered a national
reputation for his service in training fine church musicians. He lived near Tomahawk, Wisconsin, and
fruitfully spent a good number of years in pastoral help-out there in “God’s country.” I saw him last at St.
John Nepomuk’s centennial celebration here in Racine and he was his good and kind and wonderful self as
always. One of the things he shared with us has come to mind in recent years: “A priest has to deal with so
much evil he has to be very careful he doesn’t become evil himself.” Father Elmer Pfeil died on January 7,
1996, a top-quality gentleman, an excellent musician, and an exquisite priest of happy memory.

Antonio Martinez has lived in the U.S. as a legal per-
manent resident for 35 years. In 1994 he filed all nec-
essary paperwork to legally bring his wife to the U.S.
from Michoacan, Mexico. Sixteen years later, due to
U.S. immigration laws and painfully long backlogs,
Antonio continues to wait. Like millions of other im-
migrants seeking to legally bring family members, he
hopes and prays for changes in immigration law that
will reduce the waiting period for family visas. Visa
applications submitted in May of 1987 by a legal resi-
dent of the U.S. for a brother or sister from the Philip-
pines are just now being processed . . . that’s a 23 year
wait period!
