The Year of the Priest 
 

The first priest who stands out in my memory was an assistant pastor at St. Edward’s.  I was in third 

grade and my mother and I were heading home on foot.  It was a Friday and she had attended Sorrowful 

Mother Devotions so I waited to walk home with her.  Father Robert McCormick, who led the Novena 

Devotion, was outside having a cigarette.  He stood there in a semi-Jesuit cassock, the kind with a sash 

around the waist, and he was smoking.  How cool was that?!  We didn’t say “cool” then but we knew 

what it meant.  The best part was that he was friendly and exchanged a few words with my mother and 

me.  He wasn’t at St. Ed’s longer than a year.  He was too cool and had a mind of his own.  That usually 

didn’t work for newly ordained priests.  Father McCormick figured into my life at several strategic 

times.  First of all, he was my junior and senior religion teacher at St. Catherine’s.  He got me my first 

job which I had for three summers and my junior and senior years.  One day he phoned our home and 

said that Ray Wick was looking for an honest kid to work at the Photo Center downtown and suggested 

that I get over there right away if interested.  If I wasn’t, my folks were.  When I was newly ordained in 

the summer of 1963 Father McCormick was pastor of St. Mary’s in Dover.  He invited me to preach the 

closing sermon for the Forty Hours Eucharistic Devotion.  That position always went to cigar-smoking 

monsignors who drove Cadillacs.  I have never forgotten the honor he gave me.  Father Bob 

McCormick lived a long and good life in the Church’s service.  I liked his professionalism and the high 

caliber of service he provided.  God, he was cool unto the end.  Archbishop Dolan had his funeral, I 

think his first as Archbishop of Milwaukee, and on the way in the procession he asked me, selected 

randomly in line of all people, to “tell me something about Bob McCormick.”  I told him all I could in 

the few seconds we had walking into the church.  What I didn’t ever do was tell Bob McCormick how 

much I loved him, admired him, looked up to him and thank him for affirming me on my way.  I can 

still do that someday if he doesn’t know it already.
