The Year of the Priest

One of the great priests in our nation’s background is Junipero Serra whom we associate with the 18"
century missions stringing up the California coast. Father Serra was born in 1713 on the Spanish Island of
Mallorca. He entered the Franciscan Order and took the name of Brother Juniper the sidekick of St.
Francis of Assisi. He was a student then a professor of theology and a preacher of distinction. The
opportunity arose for him to do what he always wanted to do and that was to come to the missions in
America. He landed at Vera Cruz and walked the 250 miles to Mexico City. On the journey an insect bite
infected his left leg and it was a reoccurring affliction that stayed with him the rest of his life. He spent 18
years in the missions in central Mexico and the Baja Peninsula. When the Russians threatened an incursion
into the California territory from their position in Alaska Spain ordered an expedition. Father Serra
accompanied Jose de Galvez, the last of the conquistadores, to present day Monterey, California. The first
mission, San Diego, was founded in 1769. The other missions followed: Monterey Carmel (1770); San
Antonio and San Gabriel (1771); San Luis Obispo (1772); San Francisco and San Juan Capistrano (1776);
Santa Clara (1777); San Buenaventura (1782) and twelve more after the death of Father Serra. Father Serra
journeyed back to Mexico City to settle a dispute with the military commander. The result was the
“Regulation” protecting the Indians and the missions. It formed the basis for the first “Bill of Rights” for
Native Americans. Here’s how the authors of Saint of the Day sum up the heroic work of Father Junipero
Serra: “Junipero’s missionary life was a long battle with cold and hunger, with unsympathetic military
commanders and even with danger of death from non-Christian native peoples. Through it all his
unquenchable zeal was fed by prayer each night, often from midnight till dawn. He baptized over 6,000
people and confirmed 5,000. His travels would have circled the globe. He brought the Native Americans
not only the gift of faith but also a decent standard of living. He won their love, as witnessed especially by
their grief at his death. He was buried at Mission San Carlo Borromeo, Carmel, and beatified in 1988.”
Father Junipero Serra was beatified by a steadfast Pope John Paul II in face of protests from “politically
correct” secularists and the media. Like Pope Pius XII, Serra has suffered the slanders of those who would
make him an oppressor of Native Americans rather than an instrument of their liberation. The Serra Clubs

champion this great priest as they work for vocations.
