The Year of the Priest

The history of our beautiful state holds the treasure of some fine priests like Father Jacques Marquette in the
17™ century who explored the region and helped establish the broad outlines of the territory that became

Wisconsin. Some priests came with the French Canadian fur traders in the 18" century as they established
commercial routes through the territory’s waterways. In the 19™ century priests came to serve the ecclesiasti-
cal and civil communities that rose with the white settlements following the end of the Black Hawk War.
Outstanding among those was the Italian immigrant Father Samuel Mazzuchelli. Father Mazzuchelli was
born in Milan, Italy in 1806. At the age of seventeen he joined the Dominican Order and as a student in Rome
answered the call of Archbishop Fenwick of Cincinnati to serve as a missionary to the vast territory served by
that diocese which included Wisconsin. His missionary activity, like St. Paul’s, had three phases. At first he
served the French Canadian traders at Mackinac Island and Green Bay. Then he served the Native Ameri-
cans. Finally his missionary activity took him to southwest Wisconsin where he served the miners and set-
tlers there. He established over forty parishes and designed and built the churches wherever he went, de-
fended the church and engaged in genuine ecumenical activity which he espoused with vigor. Father
Mazzuchelli was a circuit-riding pastor, an educator, and a servant of the civil community and of the arts. He
purchased the Sinsinawa Mound, built a college there for men, founded a community of Dominican sisters to
provide teachers, and he gave the invocation at the opening of the first Wisconsin legislature at Belmont.
“Zeal for the house of the Lord consumed him” and he died of pneumonia at Benton on February 23, 1864.
Father Samuel Mazzuchelli, priest, missionary, educator, builder and architect, needless to say, is also a can-
didate for sainthood, his cause put forth in Rome by the Dominican Sisters of Sinsinawa. You can visit his
grave at Benton, his historical marker on highway 11 just west of Benton, his archive at Sinsinawa, and,

hopefully someday his equestrian statue on the capitol grounds in Madison.
