Year of the Priest

Father John Schulien was the Dogmatic and Sacramental Theology professor at St. Francis Major
Seminary. A brilliant teacher he was criticized for never publishing. He offered Mass early every morning
at Blessed Sacrament Parish, taught at local Catholic colleges and nursing schools, acted as the lone Censor
Librorum for years for the Bruce Publishing Company throughout its peak years and had time to counsel
seminarians in his spare time. The vast majority of his students held him in high esteem; he taught with
great clarity and precision. It irritated many in my deacon class when, after Pope John XXIII issued a
decree that more Latin should be used in seminary classes, Monsignor began lecturing to us in Latin. The
early signs of the rebellion of the sixties were clearly evident at St. Francis Seminary when that happened.
Father Schulien and Father Peter Leo Johnson, “Doc” Johnson, had been honored by being made
monsignors at the behest of Archbishop Meyer, their former colleague who had served as Rector of St.
Francis Seminary prior to being named Bishop of Superior. Their installation was one of the major
celebrations we had during our seminary years. I’'m sure that Father Schulien appreciated the gesture and
the honor but in his modest way he referred to the title monsignor with a mock disdain calling it “tinsel.”
John Schulien was born in Kenosha. After ordination he was assigned to what was for many years a high
prestige appointment at St. Michael’s Parish in Milwaukee. Archbishop Stritch then sent him to Rome to
study for a doctorate in Theology. Father Schulien returned to teach a Chips-like string of years that
became legend at St. Francis Seminary.

My high regard for Monsignor Schulien was his quality as a human being. He was always very kind to me
and protective of my vocation both before and after ordination. The seminary could be a pretty bleak place
at times and an incident among others during my years there convinced me there was a dire need for
change. A classmate’s brother had died suddenly of a brain hemorrhage. He was in his early thirties and
the scion of his family business. My classmate was not permitted to go home overnight for the wake and
funeral but grudgingly allowed to attend the morning funeral Mass over fifty miles away. The seminary
authority instructed him to be back by 2:00 in the afternoon. That was a turning point for me. Monsignor
Schulien for many years running was chosen to give an evening reflection for the parents whose sons were
about to be ordained. It was held at the Cenacle Retreat House on Milwaukee’s gold coast. The evening he
met with our parents a currier appeared at my door about 10:00 P.M. summoning me to appear at
Monsignor Schulien’s quarters. To my amazement there sat my sister and my mother and dad. Monsignor
had invited them to stop in on their way home to Racine for a visit that, to their surprise, included their son.
John Schulien was a superb teacher but an even more accomplished human being for those who bothered to
notice. He pulled another surprise attending the Mass when I was installed as pastor of Christ King Parish
in Wauwatosa. Monsignor John Schulien died on St. Joseph Day, 1991. Contrary to what he told me on a
visit to him at St. Joseph Nursing Home in Kenosha he was buried in the St. Francis Seminary woods
cemetery. There his grave marker lies toppled by local vandals and neglected along with scores of others.
It was his intention to be buried at St. George Cemetery in his home town. Sic transit.
