TRUSTEE ELECTION

Sacred Heart Parish, Racine, was incorporated ac-
cording to the laws of the State of Wisconsin on Oc-
tober 31, 1916. The officers of the corporation are the
Most Reverend Archbishop of Milwaukee, the Vicar
General of the Archdiocese, the Pastor, and two lay
trustees. At this time parishioners are invited to nomi-
nate candidates for Trustee of the Corporation. Please
note carefully the nomination procedure. Nomina-
tions may be made in writing and signed by at least
ten practicing communicants of the congregation for
each nominee. All nominations shall be made at least
two weeks before the election and shall be announced
two weeks prior to the election. Only such persons
who are practicing communicants of the congregation
and have attained the age of twenty-five years shall
be eligible to nominate and vote. Trustees are mem-
bers of the Parish Council, ex officio.

The term of office is two years. Nominations are to
be made by Tuesday, June 9, 2009.

Election will take place in June. Please submit nomi-
nations to the Parish Office.

NORTH SIDE CATHOLIC FOOD PANTRY
UPDATE

The pantry is pretty well supplied right now due to
the continued generosity of all the north side par-
ishes. Thank you, Sacred Heart parishioners! How-
ever, these items are always in need of replenish-
ment: Jelly, Pancake Syrup, Graham/Saltine
Crackers, Dish and Laundry Detergents, Toilet
Paper, Paper Towels, Tissues, Ketchup, Mustard,
Coffee, Tea, Jello/Puddings and Cake Mixes. We
have an abundance of breakfast cereal.

Even more critical for Sacred Heart’s participation
in the North Side Catholic Food Pantry, is our need
for Volunteers or Volunteer Substitutes. It takes
16 to 20 persons a month to work the pantry, given 4
or 5 Wednesdays. There are 2 shifts per Wednesday
(10a-12p, 12p-2p), requiring 2 people per shift.
Each volunteer works only 2 hrs /month, and, at
present, we also have a reasonable-sized substitute
volunteer list to allow “regulars” to take time off,
even at a moment’s notice. If a person(s) could lend
a hand for just an unscheduled 3, 4, or 5 times a
year, it would help to relieve our volunteer deficit.
The job requires one of the 2 people to do some
moderate lifting of filled bags of food, but this effort
can be modified for a person’s comfort. If inter-
ested, please call Gail at 634-5096.
