The Year of the Priest 
 

 I am indebted to the latest edition of the Catholic Encyclopedia for information on Fr. Jacques 

Marquette, Priest, missionary and explorer.  He was born at Laon, France, June 10, 1637.  He entered 

the Jesuit novitiate at Nancy in 1654, taught at various places in France as a Jesuit scholastic and was 

ordained a priest at Toul, France, March 7, 1666.  He left France for the missions in North America 

arriving at Quebec on September 20, 1666.  At that time what was later known as the Northwest 

Territory was under the ecclesiastical jurisdiction of the Archdiocese of Quebec.   Fr. Marquette studied 

Algonquian under a fellow Jesuit at Trois Rivieres.  Three years later he assumed charge of the Holy 

Ghost mission at LaPointe on the western end of Lake Superior.  He ministered there to Native 

Americans of numerous tribes.  Following that Fr. Marquette founded a new mission at Mackinac 

which he named St. Ignace.  In 1673 He set out with Louis Jolliet on an expedition to explore the 

Mississippi River following the Lake Michigan shoreline to the Fox River, the Fox River to the Portage 

to the Wisconsin River descending from its mouth at the Mississippi as far as the Arkansas River.  He 

named the Mississippi, “The River of the Immaculate Conception.”  The expedition determined that the 

great river did not flow to the west but to the Gulf of Mexico.  Fr. Marquette set out on a second trip 

down the rivers in fall of 1674 and established Immaculate Conception Mission, Illinois, where he had 

Mass on Holy Thursday and Easter, 1675.  He became ill and decided to return to St. Ignace but died 

enroute near present-day Ludington, Michigan on May 18-19, 1675.  His grave site is at Saint Ignace.  

A statue of Fr. Marquette by Gaetano Trentanove is one of the two that represent the State of Wisconsin 

in Statuary Hall in the nation’s Capitol at Washington, D.C.
