GOOD SAINT NICHOLAS

Saint Nicholas was a fourth century bishop of Myra in
what is now Turkey. He was known for his
compassion and generosity. When Nicholas learned
that a poor man’s three daughters could not marry
because they had no dowry (a money gift that all
husbands required), he threw three bags of gold in
through their window at night. Icons of the saint
usually show those three bags of gold. Saint Nicholas,
is the patron of Russia and Greece, as well as of
children, travelers, sailors, unmarried women and
pawnbrokers (the three balls that usually hang over
pawn shops, where the money is lent to the poor,
represent the three bags of gold). Under the title of
Santa Claus or Father Christmas, he is credited with
gifts left in the stockings or shoes all over the world.
Remember to help others, share candy canes with your
classmates and continue to pray the rosary. “Come
Lord Jesus” Come Quickly!

The Year of the Priest

Racine has had the benefit of a number of fine religious orders for men and women. I would like to pay
tribute to three of the religious orders of men in this Year of the Priest since all three had a strong influence
on me. First of all there is the Order of St. Augustine, the Augustinians as we know them at St. Rita’s
Monastery and Parish. The Augustinian Community was founded here in Racine by a small group from
Germany. Outstanding among the pastors and the one I remember from childhood was Father Francis
Roth. As I pull him up on the screen of memory he was a Friar Tuck with a lot of brains. What a dynamic
man he was. My chief memories of him are associated with St. Rita’s Summer Festival in the days when
the Monastery had a farm and livestock and wonderful brothers who worked the farm. The festival dinners
were something else. The Franciscans were here with St. Bonaventure High School and St. Sebastian’s
Parish at Sturtevant. The Monastery of the Friars Minor, the parish and the resident High School were the
main focus but these good men also helped out in parishes. Father Cajetan was a regular Sunday help-out
at St. Edward’s for a number of years. He was Polish and spoke very little English. The parish priests
preached at his Masses. He led the Leonine Prayers at the end of Mass by simply intoning the first word
and the congregation was off and running, with the prayers, only some were running out of the doors. He
was a sight to behold straight out of a Francisco Zurbaran painting in his brown habit, bare feet in sandals
and pointy hood. The Dominican Fathers were in Racine as chaplains to the Racine Dominican
Motherhouse on Park Avenue. They taught in the formation program for the novices but struck a more
visible presence when they served on the faculty of Dominican College at the Siena Center site near Wind
Point. I remember Father Euleberg and a decided attraction to the Dominicans. These three orders
consisting of Friars and Brothers were a strong factor for anyone who considered entering the ranks of the
Priesthood and posed a question that had to be answered: Diocese or Religious Order? I made my decision

at the time of Tonsure before beginning Theological studies. j &W
