TRUSTEE ELECTION  
Sacred Heart Parish, Racine, was incorporated according 

to the laws of the State of Wisconsin on October 31, 

1916. The officers of the corporation are the Most Rever-

end Archbishop of Milwaukee, the Vicar General of the 

Archdiocese, the Pastor, and two lay trustees. At this time 

parishioners are invited to nominate candidates for Trus-

tee of the Corporation. Please note carefully the nomina-

tion procedure. Nominations may be made in writing and 

signed by at least ten practicing communicants of the 

congregation for each nominee. All nominations shall be 

made at least two weeks before the election and shall be 

announced two weeks prior to the election. Only such 

persons who are practicing communicants of the congre-

gation and have attained the age of twenty-five years 

shall be eligible to nominate and vote. Trustees are mem-

bers of the Parish Council, ex officio. The term of office 

is two years.  Nominations are to be made by Tuesday, 

June  8, 2010. Election will take place in June. Please 

submit nominations to the Parish Office.

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The Year That Was 

 

A good number of our parishioners were pleased with the weekly profiles on priests who have influenced 

me, helped me on my way to the Priesthood and sustained me in the Priesthood.  Thanks for your favorable 

responses.  I did it for two reasons.  People ask a priest now and then when he first wanted to be a priest.  I 

asked a former student of mine, Nick Comande, when he decided he wanted to be a fireman.  He said, 

without hesitation, “When I was five years Old.”  A lot of priests can answer with that kind of clarity and 

determination.  It argues from my perspective on the validity of a minor seminary high school for those 

who are so determined.   The good news is that we have one left in our state.  I came to the awakening of a 

desire to be a priest through a host of influences many of which I am no doubt still unaware.  It began with 

dear parents who were “priestly” in the way they put other people ahead of themselves.  I can say that for 

my sister and brother and sister-in-law as well.  My parents had wonderful friends who were very much 

part of our world many of them like aunts and uncles to me.  Then the influence of the Dominican sisters 

who taught me and the priests who served our parish came into play and after that the priests who taught in 

the seminary, and on and on.  The whole package made for a priestly environment.  I am quite sure you got 

the idea from the plethora of priests who played into my profiles during the year.  The alliteration was not 

intended but I think I’ll leave it be. 

 

The second reason I hope you picked up on was the great number of good and dear and wonderful priests 

whom I recall with respect and affection.  In all my years of youth and seminary formation I never 

encountered a single priest who was not doing his best to be an upstanding person, and many of them were 

outstanding persons.  In the last twenty years among my priest acquaintances a few have had credible 

allegations made against them and a few have had spurious allegations made against them   I’m quite sure I 

am not the only one around who wasn’t molested despite the impression one gets from the harping in the 

media.  If I had been I would have told my mom and she would have told my dad and my dad would have 

told Vilas Whaley, their attorney, and that would have been the end of that!   But that is “a nuther” topic, as 

they say.  You get the idea.  Pope Benedict wanted to have a Year for Priests to help us not forget the vast 

body of faithful and devoted priests committed to Jesus Christ and his Church.  They are struggling every 

day, like every other Christian, like every other sinner, to live up to the commitment to Jesus Christ they 

made at Baptism and Confirmation as well as Ordination.  Keep it all in perspective.  In a recent poll noted 

in Our Sunday Visitor, 62% of Catholics who attend Mass every Sunday have a favorable view of the 

Church’s leadership.  That can only improve when more of the full facts are known.  Keep your chin up.
