Dear Parishioners 

On behalf of the parish I want to thank all of our parishioners and friends who worked on the 

festival last weekend.  Carol Thiel, Susan Bowles and Elizabeth Hoff chaired the event with a 

group of remarkable division heads and a host of volunteers all giving generously of themselves.  

Thank you.  It was an enjoyable weekend.  For many years now the Feast Day of Our Blessed 

Mother has been the anchor for this parish event.  From the days when that event was marked 

with a religious procession through the neighboring streets to our tent Mass and more modest 

Rosary procession around the church we try to keep the spiritual dimension in place.  We thank 

Our Blessed Mother by honoring her Holy Assumption into heaven.  As the Preface for the 

Eucharistic Prayer proclaims on that day: her Divine Son Jesus “would not allow decay to touch 

her body.”  The Gospel at the Vigil Mass hears Our Lord pinpointing her greatness: “Blessed are 

they who hear the word of God and keep it.”   As Catholics we do not worship Mary as so many 

misunderstand but we honor her and love her as Jesus did.  We turn to her with trust and 

confidence as the Mother Jesus gave to all of us from the cross when he said to John: “Behold 

your Mother.”  Sacred Scripture refers to “the great cloud of witnesses” in whose care we live out 

our earthly pilgrimage.  At Sacred Heart we have among those special friends in the Communion 

of Saints who pray for us and look out for us: St. Joseph, the Foster Father of Jesus, the 

universally beloved St. Anthony of Padua, the Portuguese saint whose tomb and shrine are in 

Italy, and also, from our Italian connection, St. John Bosco and St. Frances Cabrini.  Crowning 

them all is Mary, the Mother of Jesus and our Mother and our privilege to be among all the 

generations who call her “Blessed.”  What we honor in Mary, we hope for ourselves: bodily 

presence with her Incarnate Son in glory.  What a great reason to have a festival!
