Our parish has been approved by the Racine Area 

Public Access Defibrillator Program (PAD) as a 

location for a portable defibrillator unit. Half of the 

cost of the defibrillator unit and the cost of parish 

member training will be covered by PAD.  

Sacred Heart will be responsible for half of the cost 

of the defibrillator unit ($1,000) and we have already 

received some donations and are asking fellow 

parishioners to contribute towards the remaining 

balance as well as for ongoing expenses for supplies 

and maintenance. 

We have living proof in our parish these defibrillator 

units can be invaluable. Donations can be sent to the 

parish office indicating it is for the defibrillator 

program. 

We are required to ensure we have trained 

individuals to operate this device. Scheduled classes, 

of which you only need to attend one,  are 6-9 pm on 

the following Tuesdays: Oct. 14, Nov. 11, and Dec.  

9, or 8:30-11:30 am on the following Saturdays:  

Oct. 25; Nov. 22; or Dec. 27.   If you are willing to 

be trained, contact Dale Slaasted (637-8059, leave a 

message if no answer) with your name, phone 

number, and address, as well as the date you are 

interested.

The week before last I attended the National Assembly of the National Council of Catholic 

Women.  Along with the dedicated women from all over the country there were around fifty 

priests who are Moderators for the local groups.  The local bishop is the spiritual director of 

each diocesan organization and the priest moderator attends the meetings and attends to the 

specific needs of each group where a priest is concerned.  The annual conventions have al-

ways been high class with first rate speakers.  The National Council of Catholic Women is 

also tied in with an international body as well and draws on the strengths of a vast network.  

As parish women’s groups like the Archconfraternity of Christian Mothers and local Altar 

Societies bite the dust due to aging membership or the combining of parishes you can well 

imagine that a national re-evaluation of the role of the Council of Catholic Women is in the 

works.  Originally the national organization, founded in 1920, worked as a kind of right 

bower to the bishops of the country and carried out a good number of successful goals: 

spreading Catholic social teaching, working for prison reform, the vote for women, and con-

cern for the treatment of Native Americans and so on.  Milwaukee’s Archdiocesan Council of 

Catholic Women (MACCW) predates the national and has its own glorious history.  Impor-

tant, possibly painful, decisions lie on the horizon.  So does the virtue of hope and a healthy 

sense of optimism which bring balance whenever we are faced with the need to change focus.
